COMMENTS

The present edition of piano works by Anton Stepanovich
Arensky (1861—1906) is based on lifetime editions published by
V. Bessel (Scherzo op. 8) and P. Jurgenson (the rest). The pieces
op. 28 were compared with the autographs kept at the M. I. Glinka
State Central Museum of Musical Culture (fund 38). Judging from
the differences between the autographs and the published
versions, Arensky used to make changes in the music at the stage
of proof-reading. Some indications found in the autographs and
absent from the published versions are quoted below according
to the following scheme: bar number(s) — source — comment.
The editor’s addenda are placed in brackets. The slurs added by
the editor are crossed.

(apparently by mistake).
83. A, FE: The grace note preceding D flat is absent. Added by
analogy with b. 11.
5. Alcaic Verse
2,6,11,12. FE: The grace notes preceding the dotted quavers
are absent. Added as in A and by analogy with bars 28,32, 37, and
38.
51. A: Initialty, the piece comprised 51 bars. The final 7 bars (52—
58) were written with different ink; in all probability, the composer
added them later.
6. Sapphic Verse
48. A, FE: In the lower part (upper line), the note C sharp is
absent. Added by the editor.
