A. The book includes 20 short units, covering a wider variety of topics related to other
courses. After every two units there is either a culture or cross curricular lesson which
encourages students to learn about the world around them or about other subject areas. After
every four units there is a review section which revives and consolidates the vocabulary from
the previous four units, there is a list of key language skills. There are 10 videos and
authentic interviews with teenagers which are included with this book.

B. This performance was well designed long before it happened. During the Christie’s
auction exactly at the moment of the last hammer blow a piece of art, created by famous
graffiti artist Banksy, started to move down. As it turned out a special shredder was installed
in the frame of the picture.
