The theatre is the oldest entertainment in the world. For more than 2,500 years people have
been impressed, fascinated and shaken by theatrical performances. The dramas of
Shakespeare, the plays of Schiller — they all have become famous around the world for the
way they captivate and entertain people. However, nowadays theatres are losing their
popularity because people prefer to watch films or television. Should we revive theatres?
Absolutely, because not only theatrical performances entertain us, but also influence us in a

special way.

First of all, people have a much better understanding of a plot if they see a live performance
than a recorded version. The focus in theatre is more on the gestures, facial expressions,
actions of the character than on aggressive special effects like in films. It means that you are
far less distracted or irritated by the events and have a deeper understanding of the drama, the

plot and the characters.
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Another fact is that theatre improves your attention ability. If you are watching a play, you
cannot pause it or rewind it, like in a film. Spectators are forced to listen and concentrate
more, and in particular, they have to observe and analyze the gestures, facial expressions and
the spoken word. Theatre demands a higher level of attention from viewers, so it’s natural

that their ability to concentrate and notice details improves.

Theatre is a natural form of self-expression and creativity. From a very young age, children
use their imagination to create stories and act out different scenarios. Theatre is a
continuation of it: people express themselves trough other characters and narratives. Theatres

encourage us to continue our development of self-expression and creativity.

Theatres open the minds and broaden our horizons as plays make us feel different emotions
and thoughts, they make us question our values and life in general. We are all unique, so it is
natural that the interpretation of a play is different from person to person. Since the theatre
also encourages us to use imagination, people leave feeling more creative, imaginative,

inspired, as well as having new thoughts and interpretations, and even new values maybe.

Another thing that the theatre does is that it improves our ability to feel empathy, it makes us
more sensitive. The viewers concentrate particularly on what is happening in the theatre, they
watch every gesture, action, word, emotional expression, which makes them experience these
emotions too. All of this results in better empathy, and people can read the emotions of others

better, which can be very useful in a daily life.

And last, but not least: the theatre influences us and the way we think. The more spectators
get involved in the play, the easier it is for the thoughts and emotions to overcome us. We
experience injustice, love, grief, happiness and joy, and some of us these emotions can make
into a different person. Especially if you see our own actions and thoughts reflected in the
play: you may question what kind of person you really are, and based on that, you might want

to change something in your life or in yourself.
