Join us in a wonderland
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Music ends, and the cast leave the stage. Lights
dim.

Lights up. Curtains open. Stage dark with
spotlights on the narrator and the two sisters,
Alice and Edith, on a blanket in a field, relaxing
in the sun. Edith is reading a book, and Alice
looks bored.

Stage lights on. White Rabbit enters stage left
and pauses near the two sisters to say his line. He
is very flustered and worried. He takes a pocket
watch from his waistcoat pocket, looks at it and
appears shocked. He runs off towards stage right
after saying his line.

Alice jumps up and says her line.

The White Rabbit runs around the stage in a
panic as the music for the song begins, and stops
centre stage to sing the first verse. Other students
can sing the whole song with him from the sides
of the stage, or just join in for the choruses.
Between verses, the rabbit can run around the
stage in a panic.

Alice walks around the room, pointing to or
picking up items as she mentions them. She uses
the gold key to open the small door and looks
through it to the beautiful garden beyond. She is
very sad because she can’t fit through the door.

Repeat Chorus

What am | going to do now?

I just can’t miss this date

But, oh, my ears and whiskers!
I’m late, I’'m late, I’'m late!

Repeat Chorus

People often tell me

Time doesn’t wait for men
But I am just a rabbit

Alice: Don’t go without me! Please stop! Turn
around!

Narrator: The rabbit ran into a hole in the
ground.

Scene 2

Lights up on the same room, but the scenery has
changed. The table, bottle, key, doors, curtain,
etc have been replaced by larger versions so that
Alice appears much smaller.

Alice runs to the small door, happy that she can
now fit through it. She sees that it is locked and
that the key is on the table, which she can’t
reach, and feels sad again. Then she sees the
cake in the box under the table, and eats it.
Lights dim and coloured lights fill the stage.

Lights up on the same room, but the scenery has
changed back to the original, smaller, version,
and Alice appears bigger again.

Alice picks up the key and runs to the door, but
she sees that she is too big to go through. She
puts the key back on the table, sits on the floor
and starts crying.

Footsteps are heard from stage right.

White Rabbit enters stage right. He is holding a
fan and a pair of white gloves and looks flustered
and worried. He stands stage right to say his line,
then he sees Alice. He screams, drops the gloves
and the fan, and runs off, stage right.

Alice stands up, picks up the gloves and fan and
calls after the rabbit. Lights dim and coloured
lights fill the stage.

Lights up on the same room, but the scenery has
changed again. The table, bottle, key, doors,
curtain, gloves, fan, etc have been replaced by
larger versions so that Alice appears smaller
again. This time, there are sheets of plastic or

Now I am smaller, so | can go through! But the
key’s on the table! Oh, what can I do? Look!
There’s a cake here, with "EAT ME" on top.

Oh good! Now I'm taller! That’s tall enough!
Stop! Now I’m too big! I can’t fit through the
door! I don’t think I like this strange room any
more!

Narrator: Alice cried quietly. Her tears made a
lake.

Alice: Oh, why did I eat all that horrible cake?

Narrator: Then she heard footsteps. The rabbit
was near.

White Rabbit: Oh my ears and whiskers! I’'m
so late! Oh dear! I must give the Duchess these
gloves and this fan.

Narrator: But then he saw Alice. He screamed,
and he ran.

Alice: Wait! You dropped something! Oh, come
back here, please! You know that the Duchess is
waiting for these!

What’s happening now? I keep changing today!
The fan makes me small! I must throw it away!

Look! Now I’m tiny! But wait! Where’s the key?
And what’s all this water? Am I in the sea? Now
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fabric on the floor (the water from the tears Alice
cried when she was big).

Alice throws the fan onto the floor. She tries to
climb up the table to get the key, but she falls
over and lands in the ‘water’. Students dressed in
black or water colours hold the edges of the
sheets and wave them, to make the motion of the
water. Alice splashes about, looking puzzled.

Mouse, Dodo and Duck, with other assorted
small animals and birds, enter stage right and
splash about in the water. The Mouse looks very
unhappy, but the birds don’t seem to mind the
water.

They swim around as they say their lines.

Alice looks tired of swimming. She points
towards stage right and starts to swim in that
direction. The Mouse, Dodo and Duck follow
her off stage. Lights dim.

Scene 3

Lights up, Alice, the animals and the birds are on
a grassy shore. They are shaking themselves as if
they are very wet.

They all run around in a circle, centre stage, for a
while, and they all stop at different times, so it is
impossible to decide who won the race. They all
stand around pointing to themselves, as if each
one thinks they are the winner.

Alice addresses the Dodo, who thinks for a while
before saying his line.

Alice looks in the pockets of her dress and pulls
out a box of sweets. She shares the sweets out so
that each of the animals and birds gets one, and
they sit down, centre stage, to eat them. Alice
looks around at the animals and looks wistful.
She is missing her cat and wishing she was there.

I remember! This isn’t the sea! It’s the tears that
I cried! Oh, how silly of me!

Mouse: What’s all this water? ’'m cold and I’'m
wet!

Dodo: He doesn’t like water. It makes him upset.
Duck: Swimming is lovely. There’s no need to
shout.

Mouse: Idon’t like it at all, and I want to get
out!

Alice: I’'m tired, too. I can’t swim any more.
Come on, everyone, let’s all go to the shore!

Scene 3

Dodo: Now we’re all wet, but I’ve got a good
plan! We must all run a race!

Narrator: So they ran and they ran.

Alice: Who is the winner? Nobody agrees!

Dodo: We ALL won the race! Give us ALL
prizes, please!

Alice: Here are some sweets. You can have all
of these.

Duck: Oh yes! I love sweets!

Mouse: But I’d rather have cheese.

Alice: This is so lovely, but | miss my cat.
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When Alice mentions her cat, the animals and
birds all look shocked and disgusted, as they are
all the kind of animals that a cat would hunt.

Alice claps her hands over her mouth when she
realises what she has said.

The animals and birds all stand up and start to
leave. They exit stage right.

Alice puts her chin in her hands and looks very
fed up.

White rabbit enters stage left. He is looking
around as if he has lost something.

Alice starts to look around, too.

The rabbit sees Alice and mistakes her for his
maid. He wags his finger at her, as if telling her
off.

Alice jumps up and runs off towards stage left.
She stops stage left to say her line, then exits.
Lights dim.

Scene 4

Lights up. The White Rabbit’s house. A neat,
tidy room with a table centre stage. There are
some white gloves, a fan and a bottle on the
table.

Alice enters stage right, and pauses to say her
first two lines stage right. She then crosses to
centre stage to look at the table before continuing
with her lines.

Mouse: What did she say?
Duck: Did she really say that?

Alice: She can catch birds and - Oh! What did |
say?

Dodo: We really must go!

Alice: Oh, please, don’t go away!
Mouse: It’s time to go home now!
Duck: Goodbye!

Dodo: Yes, goodbye!

Alice: No-one here likes me, but I don’t know
why.

White Rabbit: Where did | put them? Oh no!
Oh dear me!

Alice: The Duchess’s things! Oh, now, where
can they be?

White Rabbit: What are you doing out here,
Mary Ann? Run home and get me some gloves
and a fan!

Narrator: Alice ran quickly.

Alice: I'm not Mary Ann. But I’'m going to get
him some gloves and a fan.

Scene 4

Alice: This is his house. He lives here, I’m sure.
It’s small and it’s neat, and his name’s on the
door. Here are the white gloves, and here is the
fan. Now, | must find the rabbit as fast as | can.
Wait! Here’s a bottle! It’s magic, I think.
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Alice picks up the bottle and drinks it.

Lights dim, and coloured lights fill the stage.

Lights up. Alice is sitting in a small house (a
wendy house or house cut-out) which can barely
contain her, so that she appears big again. Her
arm is sticking out of the window.

White Rabbit enters stage right at the front of the
stage, not actually on the stage, so that he
appears smaller than Alice.

Bill and Pat enter stage left and stand at the front
of the stage next to the White Rabbit.

Pat goes to the window of the house, but Alice
bats him away with her hand. He runs off stage
left as if he has been thrown off with force. Bill
goes to the chimney*, but Alice kicks him away
with her foot and he runs off stage right as if he
has been kicked away with force.

Pat enters again stage left with a wheelbarrow
full of (papier-maché) stones. Bill enters again
stage right, dusting himself off, and they start to
throw the stones at Alice.

*Ss could use puppets of Bill and Pat so that they
are much smaller than Alice

Alice picks up one or two (small) papier-maché
stones from inside the house and sees that they
have turned into cakes. She eats one of them.
Lights dim and coloured lights fill the stage.

Lights up on the original scenery for the White
Rabbit’s house.

Alice picks up some (large) papier-maché cakes
from the floor and puts them in her pockets.

Narrator: She opened the bottle and finished
the drink.

Alice: Good! Now I’'m growing! | hate being
small. I want to be big and | want to be tall!

Narrator: Alice grew bigger. She sat on the
floor.

Alice: Please stop now! I don’t want to grow any

more!

White Rabbit: Who’s in my bedroom? Get out
here, | say! Come here, Bill and Pat! Take this
person away!

Pat: Let’s try the window!

Bill: Don’t go near the hand! Let’s try the
chimney!

Pat: Oh! Where did he land?
Let’s throw these stones!

Bill: Good idea! Throw them all!

Alice: The stones become cakes! Can these
cakes make me small?

Narrator: Alice ate one cake and, what a
surprise! Soon she was smaller.

Alice: I’m just the right size!

Narrator: Alice took some of the cakes from
the floor.

Alice: I’m small enough now, but I might need
some more. Being a giant is not very good!
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Alice exits stage right, running.

Scene 5, Part 1

Lights up. A wood. There is a house front, stage
right, and a tree centre stage.

Alice enters, stage left, walks across the stage,
and looks at the house from behind a tree.

Fish Man enters stage left and runs up to the
front door of the house. He is holding an
enormous envelope, almost as big as himself. He
knocks on the door and shouts his line.

Frog Man opens the door of the house.

Fish Man gives Frog Man the huge envelope,
then exits stage left. Frog Man puts the envelope
down on the ground, then sits next to it.

Alice walks up to the house and knocks on the
door.

Frog Man looks at Alice with a sad, serious
expression on his face. He gestures to the inside
of the house and we hear a lot of screaming,
shouting, crashing and sneezing. He shakes his
head.

Alice opens the door and enters the house. Lights
dim.

Scene 5, Part 2

Lights up. The Duchess’s kitchen. The Duchess
Is sitting on a chair, centre stage, holding a
screaming baby, but not paying attention to it.
The cook is standing by the fire, stage left,
shaking pepper from a huge pot into a cauldron

Narrator: Then she ran from the house and into
a wood.

Scene 5, Part 1

Alice: Look at this house in the heart of the
wood. | hope that the people who live here are
good.

Narrator: Just then a man came and knocked at
the door.

Alice: Is he a man, or a fish? I’m not sure!

Fish: Open the door in the name of the Queen!

Alice: And that man’s a frog! Look! His face is
all green!

Fish: This is important! Please hear what | say!
The Duchess must come and play croguet today!

Alice: Now it is my turn to knock at the door.
Frog: Ican’tlet you in, so don’t knock any
more. Listen to them! They can’t hear anyway!
I’m tired of them shouting and fighting all day!
Alice: Please let me in, sir. | must go inside.
Frog: Ican’tlet you in, because I am outside.

Open the door if you want to go in. But it’s
better out here when these bad fights begin.

Scene 5, Part 2
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of soup and waving a large wooden spoon. There
is a cat sitting next to the fire.

Alice enters, stage right and looks around in
disbelief.

The cat smiles at Alice, and she looks shocked.
Alice sniffs and mimes a long, dramatic sneeze.

The Duchess looks round and sees Alice.

Alice points to the baby and smiles.

The Duchess looks disgusted by the baby. She
turns to the cook to shout the last part of her line.

The cook turns round and starts shouting at the
Duchess.

The Duchess stands up and hands the baby to
Alice. She exits stage right.

Alice jiggles the baby in her arms and looks at it
with pity. She and the baby exit stage right.
Lights dim.

Scene 5, Part 3

Lights up on the scenery from Scene 5, Part 1.
Frog Man and the letter have gone.

Alice comes out of the front door of the house.
She looks at the baby and it makes a grunting
sound, like a pig. She unwraps the baby and
realises with a shock that it is actually a (toy)

p1g.

Alice walks to centre stage for the song. The
other students can sing the whole song, or just
join in on the choruses from the sides of the
stage.

Narrator: Alice walked in and the Duchess was
there.

Alice: Her baby is screaming, but she doesn’t
care. Look at that cat. Is it smiling at me?

Cat:I’m smiling because I am happy, you see!

Alice: There’s so much pepper! It’s making me
sneeze.

Duchess:1 am the Duchess! And who are you,
please?

Alice: Hello, I'm Alice. Your baby is sweet!

Duchess:You’re wrong! He’s a pig! I want
something to eat!

Cook: Wait just a minute! Oh, why can’t you
wait! The soup needs more pepper!

Duchess:I’m going to be late! You hold the
baby. I’'m going to change.

Alice: You poor little baby! This house is so
strange!

Scene 5, Part 3

Alice: Come with me, baby. Oh dear! Look at
you! You look like a pig, and you sound like
one, too!

SONG - Everything Changes

Alice puts the pig down on the ground and it
runs away into the wood (pulled on a piece of
string by a student). Alice looks around her as if
she is lost.

Alice looks up at a branch of the tree she stood
behind in Scene 5, Part 1. The Cat is in the tree
(standing on boxes behind the tree cut-out, so
that his head appears on the branch). He is
smiling. Alice looks up at the cat and addresses
him.

The cat points stage right, then stage left, and
makes ‘mad’ signs with his hand, twirling a
finger around next to his head.

Alice curtsies to the cat and exits stage left.
Lights dim.

Scene 6

Lights up. The March Hare’s house. The house
looks like a hare. It has fur on the roof and the
chimneys are shaped like hare’s ears. There is a
long table with several chairs around it under a
tree. The March Hare and the Hatter (with the
Dormouse between them) are sitting at the table
drinking tea. There is a teacup and saucer at
every place around the table, and a large teapot,
milk jug and sugar bowl on a tray in the centre of
the table. There is a tree with a door in it by the
stage left exit.

What is the truth, and what is a lie?
Everything changes, just look and see
Why are these strange things happening to me?

I don’t know who I am here
I’m not the girl I knew

I change with every second
I don’t know what to do
Repeat Chorus

Alice: Go away, piggy, run into the wood. Oh,
now | am lost again. This is no good!

Narrator: Alice looked up at the branch of a
tree.

Alice: It’s that big cat again! He’s still smiling at
me! Hello, Mr Cat. Tell me which way to go.

Cat:Well, where are you going?
Alice: Ireally don’t know!
Cat: A Hatter lives this way. He’s nice, but he’s

mad. A March Hare lives that way, and he’s just
as bad!

Scene 6
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Alice enters stage right and looks at the house.
Then she points to the table, approaches it, and
sits down.

The March Hare gestures generously towards the
spread. Alice looks around the table, then looks
very cross and offended.

The March Hare points at Alice, then spreads his
arms wide to make his point. He then picks up
the teapot and pours them all a cup of tea.

The Hatter stands up and motions to everyone to
move around the table in a clock-wise direction.
They all move round, and Alice is now sitting in
the Hatter’s old seat. She looks at his dirty
teacup in disgust.

The Hatter wags his finger at Alice and picks up
his teacup to drink.

Alice stands up angrily and shouts at the Hatter
and the March Hare.

Alice walks away from the table, towards stage
left. The stage lights dim and a spotlight shines
on Alice and the tree with the door in it. Alice
looks at the door and moves as if to open it.
Spotlight dims.

Scene 7, Part 1

Stage dark with spotlights on the narrator and the
glass table from Scene 2 with the gold key on it
and the small door, stage left.

Alice enters the spotlight stage left and picks up
the key. She is very happy. She takes a cake
from her pocket and starts to eat it. Spotlight on
the table dims.

Alice: This is the Hare’s house, it’s easy to see.
And there is the March Hare, he’s having his tea.

Narrator: Alice sat down and relaxed in the
shade.

March Hare: Hello, little girl, have some cool
lemonade!

Alice: Wait! There’s no lemonade! There’s only
tea! | think you are rude!

March Hare: You’re the rude one, not me! Did |
invite you? Oh no, I did not! Now, let’s have
some tea while it’s lovely and hot!

Hatter: Let’s all change places! I want a clean
cup! Come on! Move along! Hurry up! Hurry

up!
Alice: My cup is dirty! I really don’t think ...

Hatter: If you don’t think, don’t talk! Just be
quiet and drink!

Narrator: Alice was angry. She stood up to go.
Alice: You’re all very silly! You’re quite mad,
you know! Why did | come here? How silly of

me! But look! What is this? There’s a door in
this tree!

Scene 7, Part 1

Alice: Here’s the glass table and here’s the gold
key. The beautiful garden is waiting for me!

Narrator: Alice took one cake and finished it
fast. Now she could get into the garden at last!
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Stage lights up. A beautiful garden full of
playing card people. Alice enters stage right and
stands still.

Soldier enters stage left. He stands at stage left
and shouts his line.

The Knave, King and Queen of Hearts enter,
with the White Rabbit. They walk across the
stage to Alice and stop in front of her.

Alice addresses the Queen very boldly.

The Queen looks at Alice angrily and shouts her
line.

Alice shouts back at the Queen and the King
tries to calm the Queen down.

The Queen becomes calm and takes Alice’s arm.

She leads her back towards stage left, where
some of the royal guests/playing cards are
playing croquet. They are using flamingoes for
mallets, hedgehogs for balls, and the hoops are
playing card people bent double to form arches.

Alice takes a flamingo and tries to play, but the
other players are all fighting and the Queen is
shouting at everyone.

Alice looks around and sees the Cat on the
garden wall, front stage left. She walks over to
talk to it.

Alice: Look at these people! They’re flat and
they’re thin!

Soldier: The royal parade is about to begin!

Alice: Look! They’re all cards! And the rabbit’s
here, too!

Queen: | am the Queen! Tell me, child, who are
you?

Alice: My name is Alice!

Narrator: The Queen turned bright red.

Queen: What is she doing here? Cut off her
head!

Alice: Don’t cut my head off!
King: Yes, calm down, my dear!

Queen: Then come and play croquet! The
game’s over here!

Alice: This game is silly! I don’t want to play.
But where can I go now? I can’t run away.
Everyone’s shouting! It’s no fun at all.

Narrator: Just then, Alice saw an old friend on
the wall.

Cat:How are you, Alice? And how is the
Queen?

Alice: She shouts all the time! She’s unfriendly
and mean!
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The Queen walks over to the Cat and points at it
angrily.

The Cat exits, stage left.

The Duchess enters, stage right, and takes
Alice’s arm.

The Queen takes Alice’s other arm and leads her
off, stage right. Lights dim.

Scene 7, Part 2

Stage dark, with a spotlight on a Gryphon sitting
on the ground, stage right.

Alice and the Queen enter the spotlight. The
Queen says her lines, then exits, stage right.

The Gryphon takes Alice’s hand and points
towards stage left.

Lights up. The Mock Turtle is sitting on a rock,
stage left, looking very sad. The Gryphon leads
Alice towards him.

Alice and the Gryphon sit down next to the
Mock Turtle and he starts to tell them a story, all
the while wiping his eyes and looking very sad.

Soldier enters stage right and stands still at stage
right to shout his line in a formal voice.

The Gryphon takes Alice by the hand and they
start to run towards stage right.

Queen: Why is this cat here? Please take it
away!

Alice: It’s the Duchess’s cat!
Cat:And I'm leaving! Good day!
Alice: Here is the Duchess!

Duchess:Oh, Alice, my dear! It’s so good to see
you! I’'m so glad you’re here!

Queen: Come with me, Alice! We really must
go! The Mock Turtle’s waiting! You must say
‘hello’!

Scene 7, Part 2

Queen: This is the Gryphon. He knows where
to go. Now, I must play croquet! I’'m winning,
you know!

Gryphon: Come on then, Alice. The Turtle’s
this way. He sits on that rock and he cries there
all day.

Alice: Why is he crying? What makes him so
sad?

Gryphon: Tell Alice your story.
Mock Turtle: My life is so bad! This is my
story. It’s sad and it’s long. Once I was happy,

but then things went wrong ...

Narrator: Suddenly, Alice heard somebody
call.

Soldier: The trial is starting! The King needs
you all! Come to the court room!

Gryphon: 1It’s starting! Let’s go! This trial is
going to be quite a good show!
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They exit stage right. The Mock Turtle doesn’t
seem to notice them leave. He is still crying and
wiping his eyes. Lights dim. Curtains close.

Lights up. The entire cast walk onto the stage
dressed in their costumes. The music for Come
to the Trial begins. The cast sing the song,
addressing the audience and one another.

Music ends, and the cast leave the stage. Lights
dim.

Scene 8

Curtains open. Lights up. A court room. The
King is in the judge’s seat, with the Queen on his
left and the White Rabbit (holding a trumpet and
a roll of paper) on his right, and the jury consists
of the animals and birds from Scene 3, as well as
Bill and Pat from Scene 4. There is a table in
front of the King with a plate of jam tarts on it.
There are rows of chairs with their backs to stage
right, where the playing cards from Scene 7, as
well as the Hatter and the March Hare (and the
Dormouse) are sitting watching the trial.

Alice and the Gryphon enter stage left. The King
points to Alice and motions for her to sit down.

SONG - COME TO THE TRIAL

The king calls you all
To the courtroom today
The trial is starting

So come right away!

Come and see the show
Stop what you’re doing

Scene 8

King: Hurry up, everyone! Alice, come in! Sit
down over there!

paper.

The King shouts his line in a very serious voice.
The spectators mutter to each other.

The Hatter stands up and walks to stand in front
of the King. He has a cup of tea in one hand and
a piece of bread and butter in the other.

The Queen stands up and shouts her line,
pointing at the Hatter. The spectators mutter to
each other.

The King looks mildly annoyed and waves his
hand to dismiss the Hatter.

Alice looks down at herself with a look of horror
on her face. The spectators look round at her and
nudge each other, whispering and pointing at
Alice.

Lights dim and coloured lights fill the stage.

Lights up. Alice is now sitting on boxes, so that
she appears much taller than the other people in
the courtroom. She looks embarrassed and is
trying to hide at the back of the spectators.

The White Rabbit looks at his roll of paper
before shouting his line.

Alice puts her hand to her mouth when her name
is called.

The King points at Alice. He looks annoyed.

The Queen stands up and shouts her line,
pointing at Alice.

Alice looks defiant. She folds her arms across
her chest.

After the narrator’s line, lights flash around the
stage. The playing card people start running
around Alice. Students could throw playing
cards into the air to add to the effect.

White Rabbit: These are the Queen’s tarts you
see here now. But we want to find out who stole
them, and how!

King: Call the first witness!

Hatter: Hello! Yes, that’s me! I’'m sorry, but I
am still having my teal
Queen: Cut off his head!

King: Oh, please, just go away! We really must
finish this trial today!

Narrator: Alice looked down. Something felt
very strange.

Alice: I'm growing again! What a bad time to
change!

King: Call the next witness!
