Tea — mostly green tea from China — came to Britain in the late 1500s, but it
was only for very rich people. Tea became cheaper about three hundred years later,
when they began to plant it in India and Ceylon (now Sri Lanka). It was the time
when British people from all classes started drinking tea. Soon a lot of them began
putting milk in it: they hoped to make their tea healthier. Although, scientists are not
sure that milk can make tea better for health. Now traditional British tea is tea with
milk. People usually drink it with biscuits, cakes or sugar.

If somebody asks you if you would like a “cuppa”, they are asking you if you
would like a cup of tea. If somebody says “shall I be mother”, they mean “shall |
pour out the tea from the teapot”.

Russian people also have their own traditions of tea drinking. Some time ago it
was popular in countryside villages, towns and cities to drink tea from a samovar.
Families and their guests sat around the table drinking one cup of tea after another.
They often drank it with sugar, sweets or honey. Sometimes tea followed a bigger
meal. On special days they baked pancakes and ate them with honey or jam.
Pancakes are traditional Russian food. Russians love eating them. There is one week
in the year when people eat a lot of pancakes — Maslenitsa — the festival that
celebrates the end of winter and the beginning of spring which many Russian people
enjoy. During this festival people invite their nearest and dearest to visit them.
Altogether they eat hot tasty pancakes with butter, sour cream, fish, caviar, honey,
sugar or jam. They go out into the streets, sing, dance, play traditional games.
Sometimes people make fires on which they burn symbolic figures of winter.

Tea is not only a drink. In fact, it is a chance for people to sit and talk over their
“cuppa”. Maybe that is why ceremonies of tea drinking are popular not only in

Britain and Russia but in many other countries as well.

Our Blue Planet

English — the Language of the World

1) Countries where people use English as their native language are English-
speaking countries. The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, the
United States of America, Canada, Australia and New Zealand are English-speaking
countries. These countries are situated on different continents; people of different
nationalities speak it. And the English language they use is not absolutely the same.
For example, in the UK people have different accents according to the part of the
country they come from, but all these people easily understand each other.

2) What is language? Why do we need it? When people live in the same place
and talk the same way, the words and structures they use are language. We use words
all the time to tell other people what we think, and we want to be sure that they
understand us. We don’t want to feel lonely; we want to talk to each other. That’s
why we have languages. Today there are more than 3,000 languages in the world.
They include English, German, French, Russian, Polish, Greek, Turkish, Chinese,

Japanese and many others.
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3) You learn to speak when you are very young. You probably don’t even
think that you are learning anything. The language that you speak is the language
you hear around you as you are growing up — the language your family and friends
speak. If you are born in Russia, you native language is probably Russian, but you
may speak some other languages, too. A baby can learn any language he or she hears.
In some families people use two or more languages, and children there are often
bilingual.

4) The English language appeared in the 5th century of the Common Era. For
more than ten centuries people spoke English only on the territory of the British
Isles. Certainly Old English and the English language the British speak nowadays
are not absolutely the same, but these days people use a lot of words that came from
Old English. When we speak about the most important things in life, we use Old
English words — man, woman and child; eat, drink and sleep; live, love and die. In
the 16th century people began to speak English not only on the territory of the British
Isles but in other European countries.

5) After Columbus discovered America, lots of Europeans moved there. The
English language became the official language of the United States and — together
with French — the official language of Canada. In the 18th century Captain James
Cook, a British sailor and explorer, sailed to Australia and New Zealand. These
territories became British, and many men and women from the UK moved there.

Scientists are
sure that they haven’t discovered all of them yet. Maybe the symbol of the Amazon
Is the jaguar, the largest member of the cat family outside Asia and Africa. Though
it’s smaller than the tiger or the lion, it’s a very strong cat. The Indians thought that
the jaguar was a god.

Amazon anacondas are among the biggest snakes in the world. Some of them
are up to 97.5 kilograms. They live on or near water and sometimes attack fishermen.

Among river animals there is the largest river dolphin called the boto by the
local people. It can grow up to 2.5 metres. It sometimes looks bright pink because
of the brown water. There is a myth which says that at night a boto becomes a young
man so good-looking that all girls fall in love with him. In the morning he returns to
the river and becomes a dolphin again. The Amazon River is full of caimans, South
American relatives of alligators. This meat eater comes from the family of dinosaurs,
which walked the Earth nearly 150 million years ago.

The Amazon forest is endless and still hides its secrets from people. Scientists
know that it is home for thousands of nameless animals and plants. They are

Curious Plants

Plants were the earliest forms of life on our planet. The first known plants
appeared about 500 million years ago. Flowering plants appeared millions of years
later, during the Jurassic period. They gave birth to modern plants. Today, there are
more than 400,000 kinds of them. Anyhow, some plants haven’t changed since the
prehistoric age — gingko, for example. It is nearly the same as it was 195 million
years ago when dinosaurs ate its leaves.

Some plants are most unusual. The famous baobab trees may be the oldest life
forms in Africa. They are one of the symbols of the black continent. Many baobabs
that are still standing today have been growing since Roman times. They have no
leaves for most of the year, and their thick trunks keep water during the dry months.
Some baobab trunks are so large that people live inside them.

Cactus plants can be very tall, but nobody will ever think of climbing them.
The saguaro cactus which grows in America can be as big as a building of five floors.
And the raffia palm from Africa has the world’s largest leaves that grow up to 25
metres. The world’s fastest growing plant is the giant bamboo. It grows from 50 to
100 centimetres a day.

Rafflesia is the biggest flower in the world. This flower can be more than a
metre in diameter! It grows in the jungles of some Pacific islands. Anyhow, this
purplish-red flower doesn’t smell pleasant. In fact, it smells very bad — like meat
which is no longer fresh. Another flower, the Amazon water lily from South
America, is the largest water plant. Its leaves can grow up to two metres across. The
leaves are so strong that a young child can stand or sit on them. The century plant’s

record is different: it blossoms only once in 25 years and then dies.
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The green world of plants keeps a lot of secrets. Even common plants which

seem so familiar to us have their own mysteries.

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A Country Across the Channel

The British Isles include two large islands and about 5,000 small islands which
are situated off the northwestern coast of Europe. Great Britain is the name of the
largest island; the smaller island of the two is called Ireland. The Irish Sea is between
them. Once these territories were a part of the Continent, then they were separated
from the mainland and became islands. That happened thousands years ago.

The British Isles are washed by the waters of the Atlantic Ocean in the west,
the North Sea in the north-west, and the English Channel in the south. The North
Sea and the English Channel separate the British Isles from the European continent.
The narrowest part of the English Channel is called the Strait of Dover. It is only 32
km wide. On international maps you can see the name La Manche instead of the
English Channel and Pas de Calais instead of the Strait of Dover, but on the English
maps there are only English names.

There are two states on the territory of the British Isles: the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland (also called the UK or the United Kingdom) and
the Republic of Ireland. You can be surprised, but in everyday speech people
sometimes speak of the UK and don’t use its official name. Instead, they call it Great
Britain or simply Britain (after the largest island) or even England (after its most
important historic part).

The United Kingdom consists of four parts or four countries. Three of them —
England, Scotland and Wales — are situated on the largest island — Great Britain.
The fourth part of the state — Northern Ireland — lies in the north of Ireland. Each
country has its own emblem, its own symbol. Thus, the red rose is the symbol of
England; the daffodil is the Welsh symbol. The national sign of Ireland is the
shamrock, and the national sign of Scotland is the thistle.

The capitals of these four countries are London (England), Edinburgh
(Scotland), Cardiff (Wales) and Belfast (Northern Ireland). London is also the
capital of the whole kingdom. It stands on the River Thames that flows into the North

Sea. The other main industrial cities are Liverpool, Leeds, Manchester, Newcastle,
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Glasgow, etc. Some of them are important ports, too. The world famous university

cities are Oxford and Cambridge.

The official language of the United Kingdom is English, but in Wales a lot of

people also speak Welsh, and Irish is spoken in Northern Ireland. Nowadays people

of different nationalities live in Great Britain, so in the streets of its cities and towns

you can hear different languages of the world. The flag of the United Kingdom is

known as the Union Jack. It is made up of three flags — the crosses of St George,

St Andrew and St Patrick which represent England, Scotland and Northern Ireland.

The British Parliament

In 1920 the British Empire controlled a lot of countries in the world. Most of
them are independent now. But the UK is still a powerful industrial state.

As you know, the Queen is the official Head of the State, and for many people
she is a symbol of the nation’s unity but has little direct power. The real power in
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the country belongs to the British Parliament and to the British Government, whose
leader is the Prime Minister.

The Queen has a central role in state affairs through her ceremonial functions.
She opens and closes the British Parliament; she also meets the Prime Minister every
week and receives copies of all the important government papers. But she is “above
politics”, and any advice she gives to the Prime Minister is carefully kept secret.

The British Parliament is the centre of British politics. Its main functions are to
make and change laws, to control the Government policy and administration, to
debate political problems. But the most important of them is making laws.

The British Parliament consists of two houses — the House of Commons and
the House of Lords. Practically all the power of the Parliament is concentrated in the
House of Commons, so it is more important than the House of Lords. Both houses
are situated in the building of Westminster Palace. This great building with the
famous bell tower is known all over the world as the Houses of Parliament. The
members of the British Parliament are often called MPs, or Members of Parliament.
The 650 members of the House of Commons are elected every five years by the

people of the UK.

1) Many visitors to the United Kingdom say that they don’t like the British
way of cooking. They seldom say that the traditional British food is tasty. They
certainly don’t want to offend British cooks, but this is what many of them think.
The British know what many tourists think of their food, but they have a good sense
of humour and generally are not offended. But can we really say that the British food
IS not tasty? Is it possible that these visitors eat in the wrong places and their
knowledge of British food is not right? The best British cooking is in good
restaurants and hotels or at home.

2) Thirty years ago British people usually ate at home. They hardly ever went
out for a meal. It usually happened at special times, like to celebrate somebody’s
birthday. But today many people eat out at least once a week. Some of them say that
eating out is not so dull as eating at home. So you see British traditions are changing.

3) Today many people want their food to be quick and easy. They respect old
traditions of the country, but when both parents work, they simply cannot cook large
meals in the evening. Ready-made meals from supermarkets and take-away dishes
from fast food restaurants are very popular. If you feel tired or lazy, you can phone
a local restaurant. They will bring the food to your house.

4) “British tastes have changed a lot over the past twenty—thirty years”, says
Paul White, who works as a cook in one of the best London hotels. “Nowadays
people eat less red meat. They prefer chicken and fresh fish. And people eat more

Laugh and Keep in Good Health

Have you ever heard that laughter is the best medicine? No one knows who
said it first, but it seems to be a very old saying. Anyhow, nowadays new studies
show that the saying is true.

Doctors and scientists say that regular doses of laughter do a lot of good to us.
For example, they can relax the body, help to kill pain, exercise your heart, lungs
and back, make your blood pressure normal and just make you feel happier. What’s
more, even if you have nothing to smile or laugh about but do it, it’s good for you.
So, doctors say we should have a good healthy laugh as often as possible.

People pass laughter to each other. When we hear that somebody breaks into
laughter, we start laughing, too. In fact, “giving” your laughter to other people is one
of the nicest things you can do for them. Humour brings people closer; laughter
unites them during difficult times and helps them to forget all kinds of hurts and
disagreements. Laughter also makes people good-looking and pleasant to others. It’s
easier to fall in love with somebody who smiles and laughs a lot.

There are a lot of things that can help you feel like laughing. You can watch a
funny film or TV show, read a funny story, speak to a funny person, play with a pet
or just do something silly.

Believe it or not, there really is a science about laughing and what it can do to
the body. This science is called gelotology from the Greek word gelos meaning
laughter. Many old cultures knew that laughter can help sick people. One South
American rainforest tribe had laughter festivals to help sick people get better
quickly. Many years ago in Asia there were doctors who made sick people laugh
when things weren’t going well.

In 1998 there was the first World Laughter Day, which immediately excited
interest in many countries. This day is now kept every year on the first Sunday in
May. On this day people get together and laugh. They don’t even need funny jokes

or comedy programmes — they simply want to laugh and feel healthy and happy.

But if
you stay in microgravity for months, your muscles become softer and your bones
become thinner. That’s why astronauts must regularly do a lot of special exercises.

In microgravity they don’t need a bed. They can even sleep flying in the middle
of the room, but they don’t do it because the room is not that big and they can easily
touch computer controls in their sleep. So at night they use sleeping bags hanging
from the walls. Sleeping in space is difficult at first because they don’t know what
to do with their floating neck, arms and legs. But they agree that very soon it
becomes comfortable and relaxing.

Space food needs to stay fresh for a long time. Nowadays space stations have
fridges. They allow people in the space station to eat more or less common meals
and their food may include fruit, vegetables and even ice cream. Some food comes
in special plastic bags, some is dry. It’s important that space food is tasty and is
getting better and better.

When meal time comes, all the residents of the station come to the table. To
keep their meals from floating away they sometimes use a special kind of scotch.
That allows them to eat with a spoon and a fork. The problems begin when some
food or drink gets out of the container. Then it floats off and the station residents
have to catch and swallow it before it gets on one of the computers.

Our health depends very much on personal hygiene. The space station has no
shower because water from a shower can fly in all directions. So the residents use
wet towels and special shampoo to wash their hair. It doesn’t need to be washed off
with water. As you see, astronauts do everything possible to stay healthy and fit, to

be able to do their everyday work, which is not at all easy.

London is one of the world’s great shopping cities. Central London’s high
streets offer lots of stores for shopping.

Oxford Street, Regent Street and Kensington High Street are real shopping
centres where you can find fashionable clothes and footwear. If you can’t find the
newest style in one store, don’t worry: there is always another store nearby where
you can get what you want.
