Quad-jumping Kamila Valieva won the gold, after her victory at the Russian nationals. Anna
Shcherbakova is the 2022 European silver medalist.

Anna Shcherbakova was born in 2004. She is the 2021 World champion, the 2020 European silver
medalist, and a three-time Russian national champion. In 2019 she became the first woman to land two
quad Lutz jumps in a program. Anna took up figure skating at the age of 3.5. At the age of 13 the
future champion broke her leg while training. Her parents doubted that Anna could return to the sport.
In 2019-2020, Anna began competing in the adult group, won several gold and silver medals and set
world and personal records.

Kamila Valieva, born in 2006, won the 2020 World Junior championship, and the national junior
championship.

Peter puts one hand on his hip and gestures to Wendy
with his other hand. He looks very pleased with himselrt.
The Lost Boys run to Wendy and all try to hug her at
once.

Wendy shakes her head, but she is smiling.

Wendy nods, and the Lost Boys jump up and down

happily.
Peter walks over and inspects the tree.

The Lost Boys arrange themselves in a line to show their
differences In height and size.

John turns to Michael excitedly.
Michael turns to Wendy hopefully.

Wendy smiles and nods.

When the narrator starts speaking the cast ‘fieeze’ on
stage.

Hook: Peter threw my hand to a crocodile! The
crocodile liked the taste so much that now he wants to
eat the rest of me!

Nibs points to the surface of the stage.

Tootles puts his hand to his ear. Peter stands up and
pretends to listen. Peter points to the surface of the
stage. The children all dive into the water and mime
swimming to behind the stage block. Hook calls his
lines from offstage.

Peter and Wendy peer out from behind the block. Smee,
Starkey and Tiger Lily enter stage right, holding their
boat. They ‘sail’ to the stage block then put the boat
down. They pull Tiger Lily on to the stage block.

The two men mime tying Tiger Lily up. Starkey takes off
his hat and leaves it on the block.

Peter cups his hands to his mouth. (Hook can call the
line from offstage.)

The pirates freeze and listen.

The pirates shrug and let Tiger Lily go.

She jumps into the ‘water’ and exits, stage right,
‘swimming’.

Peter points offstage, stage right.

Hook enters, ‘swimming’ and ‘swims’ to the block.
He looks very upset and angry.

Smee looks confused.

Wendy looks out at the audience.

Hook is irritated and snaps at Smee. He holds his hook
to his mouth as he tries to think of a plan.

Smee pats Starkey on the back to congratulate him.
Wendy says this loudly. One of the boys covers her
mouth and pulls her back behind the block.

Hook is delighted. He holds his hook in the air in
triumph. He gives a loud evil laugh at his plan.
Hook looks around searching for Tiger Lily. Starkey
and Smee look at each other in confusion.

Narrator: One day, the children were relaxing near the

Mermaid’s Lagoon when they heard a noise.
Wendy: It’s lovely to lie here in the sun.

Nibs: Can we swim in the water?

Wendy: Not yet. You must rest after your lunch.

Peter shouts his line and the boys jump out from behind
the block (Wendy stays behind the block). The boys
mime swimming and fighting with the pirates. Hook
‘swims’ to stage left to avoid the fight. Smee and Starkey
exit stage right.

Hook mimes splashing around and manages to hit
Peter’s arm with his hook. Peter is hurt. The ticking of
the crocodile comes from offstage right. Hook ‘freezes’
in shock, then quickly ‘swims’ off-stage left.

The boys cheer and congratulate each other. Then Nibs
notices the boat.

Nibs, Tootles, Michael and John sail in the boat and exit
stage right. Curly, Slightly and the Twins ‘swim’ and
exit stage left.

Peter turns his back and sits on the block, facing the
back of the stage. He is holding his arm.

A long kite tail is dangled upstage.

Wendy climbs onto the block and she and Peter sit,
facing the audience. Wendy points to the ‘water’.

Wendy shakes her head.

Peter brushes at the kite tail. He and Wendy look up.
%eter holds up a finger as though he has had a good
idea.

Wendy shakes her head.

Peter mimes tying the kite’s tail around Wendy’s waist,
and Wendy spreads her arms as if the kite is carrying
her away. She exits, stage left, with her arms spread, as
if being carried.

Peter smiles
happily.

Wendy shouts from inside the house. She has her
medicine bottle and spoon ready.

Peter folds his arms, defiantly, and scowls.

Props

The props and furniture for the production should be as simple as possible. Remember that smaller
items have to be slightly exaggerated so that they can easily be seen by the audience.

- The black cloth, which is Peter’s shadow, the tree, mushroom, boat, mast and nest can all be made
by students in the Arts and Crafts lessons. The black cloth needs to be cut in a way that it is a
realistic shape of a person’s body so that it can be used as Peter’s shadow. It could be made using

lining, which is light and inexpensive.

- The sewing, kite, medicine bottles and spoon can all be brought in by students. For the hat, the
students can find a large pirate’s hat at any toy shop or a shop selling costumes. If the other props
can not be constructed in class, willing students could perhaps make them as projects at home.

- The mushroom and the rock can be painted on different sides of a sturdy, plain cardboard box.
The appropriate side can be turned so that it faces the audience each time it is required.

- For each bed, two inflatable beach mattresses can be used, one on top of the other. They can then
be covered with white sheets and perhaps a blanket, and a pillow can be placed on each of them.

- The eggs can be made by using balloons and papier-maché. A small balloon can be blown up and
then covered with a fairly thick layer of papier-maché. The eggs should be left to dry for a few days
and when they are ready, the balloon from inside each egg can be popped and removed. The eggs

can then be painted white.

- The nest can be made by taking a large shallow straw basket and attaching twigs and leaves to it.
Yellow streamers can be placed in the basket to give the impression that there is straw in it.

- The boat can be made by drawing the outline of a boat on a large piece of stiff card- board and
then cutting around the outline and painting in the details.

- The mast can be made using large pieces of white construction paper rolled into cylinders which
can be put on top of one another and joined to form a long pole. To make the mast stand, it can be
put through a hole opened in an upturned cardboard box which would serve as a base for the mast.

- The plank can be represented by three short rectangular stools that can be placed one behind the

other.
