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Evaluation plays an integral part in the learning
process, and it is more efficient when based on
systematic observation of the students throughout the
course. It provides valuable information that reflects
their progress in the acquisition of receptive and
productive skills as well as their attitude towards their
own learning experience. It also allows teachers to
reflect on the validity of their teaching practices and
the types of material being used.

The process is basically divided into three parts: initial
evaluation at the beginning of the course, formative
evaluation which is done on a daily basis, and
cumulative evaluation upon finishing a module.

In Starlight 3 the evaluation activities are included in
both the Teacher’s Book and the Workbook.

Initial evaluation

This evaluation centres mainly on the students’ reports
from the previous school year, as the information
should help the teacher find out about the strategies
they are able to use.

Formative evaluation

Any exercise a student does can be used for this type
of evaluation. The results are then recorded on the
student’s formative evaluation chart [page 132(T)].

Make as many photocopies as you need and
complete the charts as indicated. Write the names of
the activities you are going to evaluate (for example,
the dialogues, language games, craft activities, and
so on) and write the marks obtained with the help of
the following code:

¢ (competence - green): the student has a full
understanding of the task and responds appropriately

n (non-competence - red): the student does not
understand the task and is unable to respond
appropriately

In order to obtain useful information regarding the
students’ progress, the cumulative evaluation takes
into account the work the students have done
throughout the module as well as their participation
and aftitude. The course is accompanied by two
forms of cumulative evaluation:

Student’s Self-Assessment Forms [page 134(T)]
The students give their personal opinion about
their own results upon completion of each
module. They file these forms in their Language
Portfolio.

Progress Report Cards [page 137(T)]

The teacher completes them, one per student,
after each test and they are given to the students
to file in their Language Portfolio.
