Civilizations

Nearly a hundred years ago, in the 1920s, the British archaeologist
Gordon Childe worked out a theory explaining how a culture transforms
into a civilization. He wrote that a civilization is characterized by the
invention of writing, mathematics, monumental architecture, long-distance
trade, wheeled carts, irrigation technology and some other features.

Modern scholars say that a civilization has the following basic
characteristics: social division of the society, political and religious
structures and administration of the territories, a complex division of
labour, with full-time artisans, soldiers and administrators.

Anthropologists in the 19th century formulated a theory of cultural
evolution in which they divided human development into three stages:
savagery, barbarism and civilization. Speaking of civilizations they
mentioned only the Egyptian, Assyrian, Greek and Roman peoples of
antiquity. Within the past 100 years archaeological research has more than
doubled the list.

Historians have differed greatly in deciding how many civilizations
there were in the past. Nowadays scholars study not only civilizations of
the Western World going back to Ancient Greece and Rome but also the
civilizations of Islam, Byzantium, India, China, Japan and the African
kingdoms.

Crete: a Culture Built on an Island

4,000 years ago, there were a number of civilizations in the world.
Most of these cultures were in places where there was good land for
farming. Yet one civilization grew on the rocky soil of Crete, an island
in the Mediterranean Sea.

Crete has never been an ideal place to live. Its coasts are rough. The
land is hilly and rocky. In only a few places is the land good for farming.
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Crete’s climate has always been mild. Winters are cool. Summers are hot.
Long ago the island was a little cooler and wetter than it is now. Still,
Crete has never had as much rain as the farmers there have needed.

Why then did people come to Crete? Perhaps because it was at the
centre of things. Across the sea to the east lay Southwest Asia. There
people were already building cities. To the south was Egypt, a growing
civilization. To the north lay Europe. People there were farming and
building villages along the Mediterranean Sea. Crete then lay at the
crossroads of the Mediterranean world. This fact was very important and
brought people to the shores of the island. It also helped them to build
a civilization there.

The first Cretans came to the island about seven and a half thousand
years ago. They probably crossed the sea from Southwest Asia. Just to
find their new home, these first settlers had to know something about
sailing. Early Cretans depended greatly upon the sea for food. Much of
their diet was made up of fish. They also grew grapes and olives and
kept sheep, goats and pigs. They drank goat milk and ate goat cheese.
They also hunted wild pigs, birds and rabbits.

The Cretans lived on an island and knew the sea, they had become
fine sailors. They built strong boats and sailed far from home landing
in Egypt and on the coast of Southwest Asia.

1. William the Conqueror

Before the great battle William had gathered together hundreds of ships
in the French harbours opposite England. But the storms in the English
Channel destroyed a lot of the French ships before they sailed, and William’s
soldiers began to feel sorry that they had engaged to cross the sea and
invade England. They were afraid that fortune had turned against them.

Just at that moment a new bright star with a long fiery tail appeared
in the sky. We know today that it was Halley’s comet, which appears
in the sky once in 76 years. But William was clever enough to prove to
his followers that it was a heavenly sign, meaning that they would win a
great victory over the English. The appearance of the new star put fresh
heart into William’s soldiers. They went on board the ships feeling that
God was helping them to invade England.

2. King John

King John was probably the worst king ever to take the English
throne. He was a cruel and boastful coward whom no one could trust,
and a very bad king.
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John was the favourite son of King Henry II and the youngest brother
of Richard the Lionheart. Although Henry gave John everything he asked
for, he began to fight against his father and his own country with the
French. The fight was not successful, but his father died of a broken
heart when he learned about his son’s treachery.

After Henry’s death John’s elder brother, Richard, was King of
England for ten years but spent only seven months in his kingdom as
he was engaged in fighting abroad. When Richard was returning home
across Europe, he was caught and taken prisoner by the Emperor of
Germany. John thought it was his chance to make himself king. He sent
a letter to the Emperor, asking him to keep Richard away from England
as long as possible. The Emperor had other ideas. Richard was worth
money, and he demanded 100,000 pounds for him. This was a lot of
money for a poor country like England but it had to be paid.

3. Charles II

On a day in May, 1660, the flags fluttered and the cannon fired a
royal salute, as the rightful king was returning to his country nine years
after he had left it.

The King’s journey from Dover to London was a triumphal procession
all the way.

In London the narrow streets were crowded with men, women and
children who came to welcome the king. Bells were ringing and there
were cheering crowds everywhere. London had got a king again, and most
people were glad.

But the man, who was happiest of all was King Charles II. His
wanderings were over. England soon settled down to the life which the
people had known before the Civil War. Unhappily, the new-found peace
and content did not last long. A terrible disaster was on the way. This
was the epidemic of the plague. It quickly spread throughout London.
No one was safe. By the end of the year, seventy thousand people in
London had died.

Famous Debates

A debate is a discussion of reasons for and against something. In a
political debate people discuss problems that their society faces, such as
how to spend money, or to raise or not to raise taxes.

There are some famous debates in history that are still remembered.
One of them is the debate between Stephen Douglas and Abraham Lincoln.
They discussed government policy on slavery. In 1858 this topic was on
every American’s mind. Newspapers across the country printed what
Lincoln and Douglas said. Soon Lincoln, who had not been as well-known
as Douglas, was a national figure. The debates helped Lincoln get elected
to the presidency in 1860.

About a hundred years later another famous political debate took
place. In 1960, candidates for president debated on television for the
first time in history. For John Kennedy it was the turning point in his
campaign and his career. Richard Nixon, the other candidate, already was
vice president and was better known. The television debates introduced
Kennedy to millions of Americans. The debates probably helped Kennedy
become president.

The Great Greek Philosophers

Socrates, the famous Greek thinker, was well-known in Athens of
the 5th century BC for arguing with people and encouraging them to
question everything. He happened to upset the leaders of the Greek
society, they declared that he was corrupting the young and made him
kill himself by drinking a cup of poison. Socrates wrote nothing: his
ideas are mainly known through the works of his pupil Plato. Socrates
made a great influence on the development of thought in Europe.

Plato’s works make the foundation of European philosophy. The early
dialogues mostly reflect the views of Socrates. They explore various
virtues, such as courage and respect for religion. Plato’s doctrine was
that virtue is knowledge and when people don’t understand what is good,
they do wrong things.

A pupil and colleague of Plato was Aristotle. He studied the logical
structure of science. For Aristotle the key subject was human reason.
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He believed that man could be happy if he exercised his reasoning power
and learned to control his wishes and desires. The philosopher Aristotle
was one of the teachers of Alexander of Macedonia, the great leader and
warrior of the past.

Martin Luther King

During the 1950s and 1960s, Martin Luther King, Jr. was a famous
leader in the movement to give civil rights for black Americans. In those
years Afro-Americans were denied many civil rights. For example, in
many places black Americans could not vote, go to the same restaurants
as white people or get good jobs because of their colour. King worked
to make the government guarantee civil rights for black Americans.
King and his followers used peaceful methods — protest marches and
boycotts — to force the government to change the law.

King began to work in Montgomery, Alabama, where he served as
pastor of a Baptist church. In 1955, Rosa Parks, a black woman of
Montgomery, was arrested because she hadn’t given up her seat to a
white passenger in the bus. This arrest led to a boycott of city buses
organized by King and other black leaders. For over a year thousands
of Afro-Americans in Montgomery stopped riding city buses. Finally the
law in the city of Montgomery was changed and King became known
throughout the country.

Probably the most famous of King’s protest actions was held in August
1963 in Washington D.C. More than 200,000 people met in the capital to
march from the Washington Monument to the Lincoln Memorial. Millions
more watched the march on television.

Under King’s leadership the civil rights movement won important
victories. In 1964, Congress passed a law that stopped unfair treatment
of black Americans in public places. In 1965, a protest organized by King
resulted in a federal law that gave voting rights to black Americans.

On April 4, 1968, King was killed in Memphis, Tennessee. He was
just 39 years old. Now his birthday in January is a national holiday in
the USA.

Too Many Tests and Too Much Stress

British parents say that their children are under stress because they
have too much homework. Philip Pullman, a famous children’s writer,
agrees with parents that there are too many tests. “I want to change the
way that young people learn at school because it’s no fun,” says Pullman.
He was a teacher before he became a writer. “School pupils don’t have
the time to enjoy reading books and they learn to say the right things
to get good marks instead of saying what they really think.”

In Britain young people take about 87 exams during their school life.
They take national exams at the ages of 7, 11, 14, 16, 17 and 18. Some
young people are leaving school early to escape the pressure of exams
and others stop doing hobbies such as sport, music and reading because
they have so much schoolwork to do. But do lots of tests help pupils to
learn more? No! Research shows that when students have more tests,
they don’t work as hard and they get worse marks.

British schools are trying to make school less stressful in some unusual
ways. Teachers at a school in Birmingham want pupils to eat bananas in
class while listening to classical music. Another school in Liverpool has
a special quiet room where pupils can go when they feel stressed. In the
quiet room they smell lavender, have a hand and foot massage or talk
about their problems.

In our school we certainly have personal freedom. But our school
officials say that sometimes it is necessary to restrict it in order for people
to live harmoniously. For example, school officials can search students’
lockers for guns and drugs.

Our school has a dress
code which means that teens at school are not allowed to wear particular
colours or shapeless clothes, clothes several sizes too big. Pupils are not
allowed to wear certain logos either.

Many books cannot be found in school libraries due to some scenes which
the school officials find immoral or harmful. For example, there are no
Harry Potter books in our library, because Harry Potter uses magic and
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magic is considered an occult or supernatural power. And this is true of
many other American schools. School newspapers are also looked through
by the officials to make sure there are no messages of racism or hatred
in them or that nobody is hurt by an article. The majority of pupils
in my school support our school officials’ right to restrict our personal
freedom in this way, but some of them don’t.

(6 euros) an hour. Is there a minimum wage for people under 18?

B. W.: No, there isn’t. Quite a large number of teenagers get £2 an
hour or less. A 15-year-old paperboy Edward Biggs thought this was
wrong. He took his employers to court, but the judges decided he was
too young to be paid the minimum wage.

Interviewer: But should young people be working at all?

B. W.: That’s a very good question. You see, most teenagers are
already very busy. Schools give them a lot of homework and many have
important exams to prepare for. Besides, it is important for teenagers
to have time for a social life and to do their hobbies. Having a job can
make young people too tired to do their schoolwork. Although there are
laws about how much work young people are allowed to do, one in ten
schoolchildren misses classes so they can go to work.

It just had to be
smart, and the colour was a matter of taste.

At home more and more people began to enjoy a new invention called
radio. The listener needed a high aerial and earphones to pick up the
broadcast. Later, a speaker was put on top of the radio so that several
people could hear the programme at the same time.

By 1920, people knew that the automobile was here to stay. In Eu-
rope and America they began to build roads suitable for auto traffic.
These highways were soon filled with thousands of cars. The cars were
not comfortable by modern standards. They bounced around terribly. The
early cars ran at safer speeds than they do today.

In the United States, the most important political event of the 1920s
was acceptance of the Nineteenth Amendment, guaranteeing to women
the right to vote. This came about after a long and hard-fought campaign
by many women.

3. The Wall Street Journal is well-known for its business and finance
coverage. The paper was established in 1889 as part of the Dow Jones
Company. Gradually the newspaper developed its own style. Today the

Journal is considered a national newspaper, known for its conservative
editorial voice and its well-written feature stories.

4. The Los Angeles Times is a daily newspaper. It has the largest
circulation in the western United States. The paper is famous for its
coverage of national and international events. Founded in 1881, it was
controlled by one family until the year 2000. Though now it is published
in fewer numbers, it remains a highly respected publication.

5. USA Today is one of the youngest newspapers in America and is
the most widely read. Its national daily circulation is over two million.
Founded in 1982, it used to be criticized for being not deep enough. Critics
called it “McPaper”, suggesting it served up news like McDonald’s serves
up fast food. But its shorter stories illustrated by colour photographs, ap-
pealed to American readers and its style began to influence other newspa-
pers. In recent years, USA Today has gained respect for its solid reporting.

School Uniforms: Pros and Cons

The great debate continues all over the world whether students should
wear school uniforms or not. There is no definitive answer as it entirely
depends upon the person’s beliefs.

The main reason schools
choose not to allow their students to wear their own clothes is because
it helps to stop violence and stimulates a sense of pride in the students.

Many schools in English-speaking countries force students from kin-
dergarten up to 12 years old to wear uniforms. Students who attend
public schools may be reluctant to wear uniforms for several reasons.

First, school uniforms suppress students’ individuality. Young people
often express their feelings through the clothing that they wear. Uni-
forms take away this form of expression. Then, a school uniform policy
limits a student’s freedom of choice. Thirdly, there is the issue of cost.
Many parents shop for their children’s clothes at second-hand and dis-
count stores. Uniforms can cost much more money than these families
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might be able to afford. Also, these students would need to buy addition-
al clothing to wear after school and at the weekends. That can double the
amount of money a family is able to spend than they would without the
uniforms. The last reason is comfort. Students enjoy wearing comfortable
clothing to school. Uniforms are not necessarily comfortable. Besides,
wearing a uniform might make the student uncomfortable around people
outside the school who don’t have to wear a uniform.

There is a compromise between the “for” and “against” views on uni-
form. For example, in America schools share an opinion that students
should wear uniform up to a certain age, usually 11 or 12, but when
they reach the 6th form, they become old enough not to consider people’s
clothes in the first place or at least be more tolerant towards the others.

He was earning between $25
and $50 a night at nightclubs. It’s no wonder that his schoolwork became
worse. Instead of doing homework after school, he tried out his jokes on
his classmates. “My focus was my comedy,” he says.

Eventually Eddie didn’t pass his 10th grade exams. “As vain as I was,
I don’t have to tell you what that did to me. Well, I went to summer
school, to night school, I doubled up my efforts, and I graduated only
a couple of months later.” In his yearbook, Murphy declared his career
plans: comedian. Here is the quote he put in the yearbook: “In reality,

all men are sculptors, constantly cutting off the unwanted parts of their
lives, trying to create a masterpiece.”

After high school, Eddie began appearing in Manhattan. Unlike other
entertainers of that period, however, Eddie Murphy has always believed
in clean living.

William the Conqueror (1027—1087) also William I (William the First).
The Duke of Normandy who became King of England after defeating King
Harold at the Battle of Hastings in 1066. He gave a lot of power to other
Normans and built many castles to control the English. He changed the
organization of society and the rules about who owned the land.
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King John (1167—1216). King of England from 1199. John was prob-
ably the worst king ever to occupy the throne of England. He tried to de-
ceive everybody, and was trusted by none. His reign was disastrous but it
remains one of the most important in the history of the English-speaking
people. He is remembered for signing the Magna Carta in 1215. Magna
Carta, the Great Charter of English liberties, known always by its Latin
name, consists of sixty-three clauses. Most of them have very little to do
with English people today. They were inserted to protect the rights of
the Church and the nobles against the king. There is, however, one clause
which is the foundation of the liberty of every free citizen. This is the
section, or as it was called, the chapter number 39. It states that “no free
man shall be imprisoned ... except by the lawful judgment of his peers or
by the law of the land”. Thus it was the famous document, which set limits
on royal powers. Later, in the 17th century, it was seen as a statement
of basic civil rights. Four copies of the original Magna Carta still exist:
in the British Museum, and in the cathedrals of Lincoln and Salisbury.

Charles II (1630—1685). A King of England, Scotland and Ireland,
who was the son of Charles I who was executed during the English Civil
War when parliament stopped supporting him. Charles II became king
after the English Civil War. He served England well. He founded the
Royal Society, rebuilt the Navy, and by his courage and devotion helped
and encouraged the people of London during the disasters of the Great
Fire and the Plague. Because of his friendliness with people of all kinds,
he is remembered in history as The Merry Monarch.

Exercise 11

Stonehenge is a group of large standing stones located about 13 km
north of Salisbury. It is often described as a stone circle, but it actu-
ally consists of the remains of several circles put up at different times,
probably between 3100 and 1550 BC. It was a sacred area. It used to be
thought that Stonehenge was built by the druids, who were the priests
of the Celtic people before the Romans invaded Britain. It seems possible
that the monument helped to keep a kind of annual calendar.

The village called Avebury is one of the largest and best-known pre-
historic sites in Europe. The village lies on the river Kennet at the foot
of the Marlborough Downs. A Neolithic (New Stone Age) structure there
consists of a circular bank of chalk 425 metres in diameter and about
6 metres high, faced by chalk blocks. Within the bank, a circle of more
than 27 sandstone pillars, up to 50 tons in weight surrounds two small-
er stone circles. The Kennet Avenue, about 17 metres wide, consists of
stones arranged in pairs. It linked Avebury with a temple, the sanctuary,
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on Overton Hill 1.6 kilometres southeast. The circles at Avebury and the
wooden structure on Overton Hill were all probably built at the same
time by Neolithic communities, but date remains uncertain.

Exercise 35

Napoleon Bonaparte (1769—1821), the Emperor of France from 1804
to 1814/15. He was a great and very skilful military leader, and his ar-
mies took control of many European countries, which then became part
of his empire. His biggest failure was in 1812, when he unsuccessfully
attacked Russia, and most of the men in his army died from cold and
hunger on the way back to France. In 1815, he was finally defeated at
the Battle of Waterloo and was forced to spend the rest of his life on
the island of St. Helena. Napoleon also changed the way that France was
organized, and established a new system of laws, called the Napoleonic
Code, on which modern French law is based. He is often shown in pic-
tures wearing military uniform, with one hand placed across his chest
and inside his coat.

Elizabeth I, Queen (1533—1603), the Queen of England from 1558
until her death. She never married, and is sometimes called the Virgin
Queen. She is thought of as a very strong woman and an effective ruler.
While she was queen, England’s power in the world increased, and her
navy defeated the Spanish Armada. This period is sometimes called the
Elizabethan Age, and is thought of as a great period in English history.

Thatcher, Margaret (1925—2013), a British politician in the Conserva-
tive Party now officially called Baroness Thatcher of Kesteven, and some-
times called Maggie in the newspapers. She became leader of her party
in 1975, and in 1979 became the UK’s first woman Prime Minister, a
position she held until 1990. She won three general elections — in 1979,
1983, 1987 — and she had a lot of influence on British life. Her ideas
became known as Thatcherism, and under her leadership politics in the
UK became much more right-wing. During her time as Prime Minister,
the Conservative government reduced taxes, took away power from trade
unions, and started a programme of privatization (selling state-owned ser-
vices such as electricity and gas, so that they became private companies).
She was seen as a strong and determined leader, who would not change
her mind easily and would not accept disagreement among her ministers.
For this reason, she was sometimes called the Iron Lady. Most people in
the UK either admired her a lot or strongly disliked her, and now peo-
ple disagree about what she achieved: some people say she “made Britain
great again”, but others say that her politics caused high unemployment,
encouraged people to be selfish, and helped to make rich people richer and
poor people poorer. Mrs Thatcher enjoyed increased popularity during the

Falklands War, but in November 1990 she lost an important vote within
her party and became an ordinary backbench member of parliament.

Tsar Nicholas II (1868—1918), the last Russian emperor (1894—
1917). Under his reign Russia was defeated in the war with Japan
(1904—1905). His opposition to change led to the Revolution of 1905
and eventually to the Revolution of 1917 in which he was forced to ab-
dicate, in other words to give up his position as tsar. He and his family
were tragically shot in 1918.

Prince Alexander Nevsky (1220/21—1263). Prince of Novgorod who
became the Great Prince of Vladimir in 1252, is known for his victories
over the Swedes (1240) and the knights of the Levon Order. The latter
is known in history as “Ledovoe poboishche”, the famous Battle of Chud-
skoe Lake. Prince Alexander made secure the western borders of Russia,
relieved the hardships of Tatar-Mongol Yoke. Prince Alexander was made
saint by the Russian Orthodox Church.

Exercise 52

The Trojan War was a war which is said to have been fought between
the Greeks and the Trojans because the Trojan prince Paris had carried
off Helen, wife of Menelaus, a Greek king. The war was won by a trick
in which Greek soldiers, hidden inside a wooden model of a horse, were
taken into Troy by the Trojans who thought that the horse was a gift.
Homer described the Trojan War in his book The Iliad.

In the 19th century, Heinrich Schliemann, a German archaeologist,
discovered the ruins of an ancient city in northwest Turkey, which he
claimed was Troy.

Alexander the Great (Alexander of Macedonia) (356—323 BC) took
control of Greece, Egypt and most of the countries to the east of the
Mediterranean Sea as far as India. Alexander took up his father’s war
of aggression against Persia, adopting his slogan of a Hellenic Crusade
against the Barbarians. He defeated the small force defending Anatolia,
proclaimed freedom for the Greek cities there while keeping them under
tight control, and, after a campaign through the Anatolian highlands,
met and defeated the Persian army under Darius II at Issus (near modern
Iskenderun, Turkey).

Charles Martel (688—741 AD) was the ruler of the Franks. He
checked Moorish invasion in 732 AD. The Moors had invaded and con-
quered Spain, and established Muslim rule in the Iberian Peninsula from
the 8th to the 15th century.

During the Norman Conquest, the Normans, led by William the Con-
queror, took control of England after defeating the previous English king,
Harold II, at the Battle of Hastings in 1066. These events had a very
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great influence on England’s history, culture and language. The Conquest
is seen as the end of the Anglo-Saxon period and the beginning of the
Middle Ages. William gave a lot of land and power to other Normans,
so that French became the language of the ruling class, and built many
castles to control the English.

Altogether there were eight wars or crusades led by Christian Euro-
pean kings in the 11th, 12th, and 13th centuries to get control of Pales-
tine (the Holy Land) from the Saracens or Muslims. Both sides believed
that Palestine was a holy land in their religion.

Constantinople, the city on the Bosphorus, was the capital of the
Byzantine Empire for seven centuries from 330 AD onwards, when it
was established by Constantine the Great on the place where Byzantium
had formerly stood. In 1204, the city was captured by the soldiers of
the Fourth Crusade and for subsequent half-century remained the centre
of the Roman Catholic crusader state until recaptured by the Greeks in
1261. In 1453, Constantinople was taken by the Turks after nearly a
year’s siege and became the capital of the Ottoman Empire.

The Spanish Armada was a great Spanish fleet assembled in 1588 as
part of the attempt by Philip II to invade England. Philip had come to
believe that only conquest could halt English aid to the rebels against
Spain in the Low Countries or stop the English depredations in the New
World.

When the inadequately provisioned Armada appeared off Plymouth on
July 30, it was met by an English fleet of equal or superior strength. In
spite of the efforts of Francis Drake, Martin Frobisher, John Hawkins
and other English captains, the Spanish maintained their order of battle
and lost only two ships before arriving at Calais. Then, on August 8,
English fire ships drove the Armada out of its Calais anchorage.

The Spanish regrouped and fought another action off Gravelines,
but they were now out of ammunition. Realizing that the situation was
lost, the Duke of Medina Sidonia, who commanded the fleet, sailed north
around Scotland and Ireland and returned to Spain.

The defeat of the Armada did not affect the naval balance of power.

The Crimean War of 1853—1856 was one of a series of Russian-
Turkish wars, but it differed from the others as a result of British and
French involvement. Tsarist Russia was seeking expansion of influence
in the Balkans at the expense of the Ottoman Empire. Britain, in turn,
deemed the preservation of the Ottoman Empire vital for British impe-
rial interests in the eastern Mediterranean and Asia. The worst prospect
for British strategic and economic interests was Russian control of Con-
stantinople and the Straits. France, under Napoleon II, supported Ro-
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man Catholic interests in the holy places of Turkish-controlled Palestine.
Tsarist Russia, the patron of the Eastern Orthodox population in the
Ottoman Empire, viewed French demands in Constantinople for greater
concessions — specifically access to certain Christian shrines — as losses
for the Orthodox.

Tensions increased during 1853 as Russia sought reassertion of its
protectorship over the 12-million Orthodox subjects of the Ottoman Em-
pire. Long negotiations failed to resolve the problems, and in early July,
Russia occupied part of Moldavia and Valachia, then under Turkish ju-
risdiction. Turkey protested, and Britain and France ordered their fleets
to the entrance of the Dardanelles. On November 3, the Russians de-
stroyed the Turkish fleet at Sinope, and Britain and France declared war
on Russia on March 28, 1854. A joint Anglo-French-Turkish expedition
was sent against the Russian fortress Sevastopol in Crimea. Neither side
distinguished itself during the war. Far more men died of disease than
of battlefield wounds. The conflict introduced women in the important
role of army nurses. The important battles were the Battle of Balaklava
(October 25, 1854) and the Battle of Inkerman (November 5, 1854) —
both costly victories for the allies.

The fall of Sevastopol in September 1855 and an Austrian threat to
intervene made Russia agree to take peace demands incorporated in the
Treaty of Paris (March 30, 1856).

World War I was conducted mainly in Europe and the Middle East,
between the Triple Entente (Great Britain, France and Russia) and the
Central Powers (Germany and Austria-Hungary) from July 28, 1914 until
the Central Powers’ surrender on November 11, 1918.

The assassination of the Austrian archduke Franz Ferdinand in Sa-
rajevo in 1914 proved to be the spark that ignited WWI which quickly
came to involve all the great powers of Europe and eventually most coun-
tries of the world, and cost the lives of more than 8 million soldiers.
Among the causes of the war were rising nationalist feeling, colonial and
economic rivalries, the formation of hostile alliance systems, and arms
races. The campaign became notorious for the so-called “trench war” on
the western front when the front lines hardly shifted and there were
heavy losses.

Russia withdrew from the war after the Revolution in 1917 and
agreed to the harsh Treaty of Brest-Litovsk (1918).

Civil War in Spain (1936—1939). In July 1936, began a conflict be-
tween Spain’s liberal leftist republican coalition government and rightists
led by General Francisco Franco. Hitler and Mussolini sent planes, troops
and supplies to Franco, while the USSR gave military equipment to the
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republicans. Franco’s victory (1939) strengthened Hitler and Mussolini’s
position in the Mediterranean.

World War II conducted mainly in Europe and the Far East, between
the Allies (Great Britain and France and later the Soviet Union and the
US) and the Axis (Germany, Italy and Japan) from September 3, 1939,
until the surrender of Germany on May 8, 1945 and of Japan on Sep-
tember 2, 1945. The war cost millions of military and civilian casualties.

The war began when Germany attacked Poland. In 1940, German
troops moved to the Low Countries (Luxemburg, Holland, Belgium) and
then to France. The German airforce attacked Britain.

The invasion of the USSR, called Operation Barbarossa, was launched
on June 22, 1941 with 121 divisions on the front from the Baltic to the
Black Sea. In the first 18 days the Germans advanced 640 km.

In July 1941, Moscow signed a mutual-aid pact with London. Offers
to help also came from Washington. In 1941, Hitler concentrated on a
central offensive against Moscow. But then general Georgy Zhukov be-
gan a counteroffensive that pushed the Germans back. In July 1941, the
Germans took Sevastopol, completing their conquest of Crimea. In Au-
gust they moved into the Caucasus and the Sixth Army, led by Paulus,
marched toward Stalingrad. From Moscow came Stalin’s order to hold
the city.

In mid-September 1942, large numbers of German troops entered the
city, and the fighting became a street-by-street, house-by-house combat.
In November general Zhukov launched an attack, and the German Sixth
Army was itself caught in the damaged city and soon surrendered.

In July 1943, one of the largest armour battles was fought near
Kursk. The Soviet Army forced the Germans to retreat and captured
Orel, Kharkov, Poltava, Smolensk and Kiev, relieved the siege of Lenin-
grad where more than 200,000 people had been killed, and half a million
more died from cold, starvation and exhaustion.

The Red Army pressed westward to Poland. In February 1945, there
was the Battle of Berlin won by the Allies. Finally in May 1945 Hitler
committed suicide and the country surrendered.

In early 1945, Japan was on the verge of collapse. But nevertheless
US President Truman decided in favour of using the newly developed
atomic bomb. On August 6, 1945, an atomic bomb was dropped on the
Japanese city of Hiroshima, killing at least 78,000 people. On August 9,
an atomic bomb was dropped on Nagasaki killing about 40,000 people.
Japan surrendered.

Exercise 3

Socrates (c. 470—399 BC) was one of the greatest Greek philoso-
phers. Little is known about Socrates’ early life except that he served
several times as a soldier and showed great bravery. He was born in
Athens when that city was the leader of the world in literature and
government.

Socrates knew all the most famous writers and statesmen of his time,
but he had no desire to be famous himself. He only wanted to show peo-
ple how to live wisely and happily, and to convince them that wisdom
and honesty are more important than riches or fame. His guiding rule
was “know yourself”.

The young men of Athens were eager to learn from him. Socrates did
not write down his teachings or invent any system of philosophy. Instead
he talked with the young men wherever he met them, and started them
thinking for themselves about what is good in life. Some of these young
men later became writers and wrote down Socrates’ ideas; most impor-
tant of his followers was Plato. Plato’s writings are Dialogues in which
the main speaker is Socrates, discussing some question with his young
friends. Socrates would ask one of them to give an opinion on a subject.
Socrates would then ask him questions. Often the person questioned had
not really thought very deeply and had no reason for his opinion. Then by
more questioning they all tried to find the answer. This method of learn-
ing the truth by asking questions has been named Socratic or dialectic.

Once someone asked the Oracle at Delphi: “Who is the wisest man in
Greece?” and the Oracle replied that it was Socrates. Socrates was aston-
ished at this, for he said that he asked questions because he himself did
not know the answers. He began to talk to other men who were supposed
to be wise. He discovered that they were only pretending to have wisdom.
Thus Socrates found out he was the wisest because he alone knew his own
ignorance.

Socrates made many enemies, and finally some of them brought him
to trial in court. They accused him of being wrong in what he taught the
young Athenians and of being disrespectful towards the gods. Socrates
would not promise to stop his way of teaching. He said that he had done
only good, and should be rewarded rather than punished. This made his
jurors angry, and he was condemned to die by drinking hemlock, a slow
but deadly poison. In his prison cell, while he was waiting for the poison
to take effect, Socrates talked calmly with his friends about the new and
better life of the soul after death.
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Thomas Hobbes (1588—1679) was one of the greatest English philoso-
phers and political thinkers. The son of a vicar, he was born in Wiltshire,
and studied at Oxford University. In 1610, he travelled in Europe, where
he met Galileo, the great Italian scientist.

Hobbes believed that every man had a right to live in peace and
safety, and that the best form of government was an absolute monarchy
(where the king or queen has total control). As the parliamentarians
disliked his views, during the English Civil War, from 1640 to 1651
Hobbes lived in Paris. In 1651, after his return home, he published
his greatest work, Leviathan, in which he explained his ideas about
government and also attacked the Church. After the restoration of the
monarchy in 1660, Hobbes was befriended by King Charles II (to whom
he had taught mathematics years before). Although his criticism of reli-
gion still got him into trouble in England, his fame had spread abroad,
and people travelled great distances to meet him.

René Descartes (1596—1650) was the greatest of all French phi-
losophers. He set out rules for analysing problems, and attempted
to find a single system that would link together all knowledge. He
has been called the father of modern philosophy. He was born at La
Haye in Touraine, the third child of a provincial government official.
In 1604, he entered the Jesuit college at La Fléche, where he stud-
ied many scientific subjects but became most interested in mathemat-
ics. He later studied law at Poitiers, before setting out in 1618 to
travel throughout Europe, where he met some of the finest scholars of
his day.

In 1619, he had a dream in which he realized that all the sciences
were connected “as by a chain” and that physics could be expressed in
the language of geometry. Descartes’ approach to science was to ques-
tion everything and work things out for himself from the beginning.
He was certain of only one thing: Cogito ergo sum (I think, therefore
I am). He described his scientific method in Rules for the Direction of
the Mind, written in 1628 but not published until 1701.

Descartes’ ideas were the foundation of modern scientific investiga-
tion, of the philosophy of mind, of mathematical physics, and of analytic
geometry, in which algebra is applied to geometrical problems. In his
most famous book Discourse on Method (1637) he set forth his rules for
the correct way of pursuing knowledge.

However, in his own time, Descartes’ ideas appeared revolutionary
and dangerous, especially to the Roman Catholic Church, which had its
own set beliefs about science. Anyone who questioned these beliefs, as
the Italian astronomer Galileo did, was treated as a heretic. This was
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why Descartes chose to live in Holland between 1628 and 1649, where
Catholic influence was less strong than in France.

Descartes’ fame spread to England, Germany, and Sweden. In 1649,
Queen Christina of Sweden invited him to Stockholm to teach her phi-
losophy. His health had always been delicate and in the harsh Swedish
winter he caught a chill from which he died.

Spinoza (1632—1677). Baruch, or Benedict, Spinoza was a Dutch phi-
losopher whose theories about theology, science, and ethics had an impor-
tant influence on later thinkers. He was born in Amsterdam, Holland, of
Portuguese-Jewish parents, who had left their country after being forced
to accept Christianity. Spinoza was educated in a Jewish school but soon
rebelled against many of the orthodox teachings. The Jewish authorities
excommunicated! him in 1656 and he suffered a brief period of banish-
ment from Amsterdam. He had many Christian friends and was particu-
larly influenced by “the new philosophy” of René Descartes.

Spinoza’s two main philosophical writings are the Tractatus Theologico-
Politicus (1670) and the Ethics, published posthumously (after his death).
Spinoza criticized the unthinking acceptance of all the stories in the Bible.
But he was an intensely religious man and believed in a form of panthe-
ism. He held that everything in the world, including human beings, is part
of God. He also believed, unlike Descartes, that one cannot separate body
from mind. His passionate defence of freedom of thought and speech of-
fended many people of his time. Spinoza died of tuberculosis, aggravated
by the glass dust he breathed in during his early years as a lens grinder.

David Hume (1711—1776) was a Scottish philosopher, historian, econ-
omist and essayist who believed that man can discover the nature of
the world only through his senses. He was born in Edinburgh, Scotland,
where he became interested in literature and philosophy while attending
the university. Hume maintained that sense impressions are not a basis
for establishing scientific laws. If one event, for example, has always fol-
lowed another, it does not mean that it always will; it means that man’s
experience has led him to expect that it will.

From 1734 to 1737, Hume lived in France, where he wrote A Treatise
of Human Nature (1739—1740). After returning to his family estate in
Scotland, he published Essays, Moral and Political (1741—1742). His
reputation grew internationally with the publication of Political Dis-
courses (1752) and four volumes of History of England (1754—1761).
The history became a standard text in English schools. In public life
Hume served as secretary to General James Sinclair on military mis-

! to excommunicate — oray4uTh (OT LEPKBU)
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sions in 1746, 1748, and 1749. He was secretary to the British embassy
in Paris from 1763 to 1766. For a time he was undersecretary of state
in England. He retired to Edinburgh in 1769. His Dialogues Concern-
ing Natural Religion were published posthumously (after his death)
in 1779.

Immanuel Kant (1724—1804) was a German philosopher who is most
famous for his writings on the “theory of knowledge”. This is the name
philosophers give to the study of how the things we think we know can
be proved to be true. His work is a key to understanding the writings
of many 20th-century philosophers.

Kant was born in Konigsberg, East Prussia (now Kaliningrad, Russia)
and lived there almost all his life. In 1775, he received a doctor’s degree
from the University of Konigsberg, where he later taught metaphysics
and logic.

In the 17th and 18th centuries, Descartes, Leibniz, and other philoso-
phers believed that all the knowledge that we gain from “experience” —
that is, through our senses — is untrustworthy because our senses can be
deceived. The only sure truths, they said, were those obtained by “pure
reason” — that is, logical argument independent of experience.

In 1781, Kant published The Critique of Pure Reason and proved
that such arguments merely played with words. He showed that the hu-
man mind cannot by “pure reason” arrive at the truth about anything
that by its very nature can never be experienced. Although we are some-
times misled in our observation of the world about us, said Kant, no real
knowledge can be gained without it.

In the second part of the Critique Kant dealt with the problem of how
scientific principles, such as the laws of physics, could be proved to be
universal and true and yet be learned from observation of the outside
world. The 18th century was a time of enormous scientific advance and
for scientists and philosophers this was a vital question.

Kant’s answer was as follows. The laws of physics do not exist inde-
pendently of human beings. The things that exist in the outside world are
real, but the human mind is needed to give them order and form, and to
see the relationships that exist between them. Space and time, and the
relation between cause and effect, and action and reaction, are concepts
imposed by the human mind on the things that exist in the world. Thus,
Kant believed that these concepts can be shown to be universal and true
because their reality does not depend on experience.

Exercise 6

Martin Luther King (1929—1968) was a black clergyman and leader
of the struggle for racial equality and civil rights in the United States.
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King was born in Atlanta, Georgia, on January 15, 1929, the son of
a Baptist minister. He became a pastor in 1947 and after studying at
Boston University took up his first ministry in Montgomery, Alabama.
In 1956, he led a campaign to end the separation of blacks from white
people on public transport. He travelled throughout the United States
and abroad, lecturing and meeting many civil and religious leaders.

An inspiring speaker, he was influenced by the example of Gandhi.
Although often arrested and threatened, he always urged his followers
not to use violence. In 1963, he was one of the leaders of a great civil
rights march to Washington, D.C. and encouraged blacks to secure their
full voting rights. In 1964, he received the Nobel Peace Prize and gave
the civil rights movement the prize money, saying that he regarded the
award as a tribute to all who worked with him.

On April 4, 1968, King’s life ended tragically when he was shot dur-
ing a civil rights campaign in Memphis, Tennessee.

Exercise 35

The term ‘the Cold War’ is used to describe a certain period of the
open yet restricted rivalry that developed after World War II between the
United States and the former Soviet Union and their allies. The Ameri-
cans and the British feared the permanent Soviet domination of Eastern
Europe, the Soviet didn’t want any possible renewed threat from Germany.
The Cold War had solidified by 1947—48, when US aid provided under
the Marshall Plan to Western Europe had brought those countries un-
der American influence and contrary to them openly communist regimes
had been installed in Eastern Europe. The Cold War reached its peak in
1948—53. From 1953 to 1957 Cold War tensions relaxed largely owing
to the death of Joseph Stalin. Nevertheless, the standoff remained. The
North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) formed in 1949 was opposed
to the Warsaw Pact (formed in 1955). The last intense stage of the Cold
War was in 1958—62 when the US and the USSR began developing in-
tercontinental ballistic missiles. But after 1962, when both the countries
showed that neither was ready to use nuclear weapons, the Cold War may
be considered to have begun to decline. When on October 3, 1990 Germany
was reunited, the era of confrontation and division in Europe has ended.

The European Union is a political and economic organization of Eu-
ropean states established in 1957 under the Treaty of Rome to encourage
trade and friendly relations between the members and to compete with
other strong economic powers. The EU used to be known as the EC (Eu-
ropean Community).

After ten new countries joined in 2004, the number of countries in the
EU reached twenty-five, so now the majority of countries in Europe belong
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to the EU. Several other countries, including Turkey, are still trying to
join. In 2002, a single currency (one type of money for the whole of Eu-
rope), called the euro, was introduced in all but three of the countries that
belonged to the EU at that time. The UK decided not to use the euro, but
it may start using it in the future. The main offices of the EU are in Brus-
sels. People in the UK are divided in their attitudes towards the EU. Some
people, known as Eurosceptics, do not really like being part of the EU. They
do not like the EU making laws that affect Britain. Eurosceptics are afraid
that the UK will lose control over its own political and economic affairs,
and that the traditional British way of life will gradually be lost and become
more European. Eurosceptics are especially opposed to the idea of joining
the single currency. Other people, known as pro-Europeans or Europhiles,
think that the UK should take a more active part in the EU, and should join
the euro. They believe that being in the EU helps British businesses, and
will help to make the economy stronger. These people sometimes disapprov-
ingly call their opponents Little Englanders. A lot of British people, whether
they support the EU or not, make jokes about some of the laws that are
passed in Brussels. Sometimes newspapers report on what are seen as silly
laws, but often these reports are not actually true. For example, newspapers
reported that the EU wanted to call British chocolate vegelate, because it
doesn’t have a very high amount of real chocolate in it. This was not true.

Exercise 47

Amnesty International (AI) is one of the best-known worldwide move-
ments of people who campaign for internationally recognized human
rights. The aim of this movement is to make sure that every person en-
joys all the human rights proclaimed in the Universal Declaration of Hu-
man Rights and other international documents. Its members are known
for writing to governments to persuade them to set free people who are
in prison because of their political or religious beliefs. AI is independent
of any government, political ideology, economic interest or religion. It
has a network of members and supporters around the world, about two
million members and supporters at the latest count.

Al is a democratic, self-governing movement. Major policy decisions
are taken by an International Council made up of representatives from
all national sections. AI’s national sections and local volunteer groups
are responsible for funding the movement. No money for AI’s work is
accepted from governments.

Membership in AI is open for both groups of people and individuals
on voluntary basis. There is a section of AI in Russia.

Each year AI publishes a report on its work. For example, the Al report
2005 states that during 2004, the human rights of ordinary men, women
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and children were disregarded and grossly abused in every corner of the
globe. The Amnesty International Report 2005, covering 149 countries, is
a detailed picture of these abuses.

The International Committee of The Red Cross (ICRC) is an independ-
ent organization which ensures humanitarian protection and assistance
for victims of war and armed violence. The ICRC has a permanent man-
date under international law to take action for prisoners, the wounded
and sick, and civilians affected by military conflicts and other disasters.

The ICRC’s headquarters are situated in Geneva, Switzerland. The or-
ganization is based in about 80 countries and has a total of more than
2000 staff.

The ICRC originated the International Red Cross and Red Crescent
Movements.

The ICRC was founded in 1863. It grew from man’s spontaneous ges-
ture to help wounded soldiers and has become an organization reaching
out to millions of war victims around the world. During World War I the
ICRC and the Red Cross in general did a great job helping the soldiers
and expanded its work to protect prisoners of war.

During World War II only very few countries were spared by the
fighting. The ICRC carried out activities to protect and assist prisoners
of war. Unfortunately, at the time there was no international law mak-
ing it possible to help civilian population, though for the first time in
history, the number of victims among civilians was higher than among
soldiers.

Now the activity of the ICRC is being updated and revised. Even the
symbol of the International Red Cross has been changed for a red crys-
tal against a white field. The ICRC is funded from public and private
sources. All funding is voluntary.

Exercise 48

The United Nations is an international organization that almost every
country in the world belongs to. It was started in 1945 to try to find
peaceful solutions to international problems and to make sure that coun-
tries work together to find peace. Its headquarters are in New York City.
Other organizations that belong to the UN, such as the World Bank and
the World Health Organization, are based in other places. Decisions at
the UN are made by the General Assembly and the Security Council.

The General Assembly is the only body in which all UN members
are represented. The General Assembly occupies a central position in the
operation of the United Nations.

The United Nations network includes special bodies created by the
General Assembly among which are:
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UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organi-
zation), an organization that provides support in education, science and
culture, especially for poorer countries, and UNICEF (United Nations In-
ternational Children’s Fund), an organization that helps children in the
world suffering from diseases and hunger.

Security Council, the most important powerful part of the United
Nations, which is responsible for making sure that countries behave
peacefully towards each other, and for deciding what the United Nations
should do if countries go to war. It is a committee of five permanent
members (the US, the UK, Russia, France, and China) and ten other
members who change every two years. Recently, many countries have
suggested that there should be more permanent members of the Security
Council, such as Japan and Germany.

Exercise 55

Major terrorist attacks of the decade:

2005 London, United Kingdom, July 7: suicide bombers attacked a dou-
ble-decker bus and three London Underground trains. 52 people killed, over
700 injured. The attacks are the first suicide bombings in Western Europe.

2010 Baghdad, Iraq, July 7: a suicide bombing killed more than 70
people, some 400 were wounded.

2011 Domodedovo, Russia, January 24: 37 people killed, 180 wounded
in the large international airport.

2011 Minsk, Belarus, April 11: a bomb explosion occurred at the es-
calators of the Minsk Metro at the peak of the evening rush hour. 15
people killed, about 200 injured.

2011 Liege, Belgium, December 13: a Belgian of Moroccan origin
threw grenades and fired a rifle in a central square which was full of
Christmas shoppers. 5 people were killed, 125 injured.

2013 Boston, USA, April 15: two bombs were detonated near the fin-
ish line of the Boston Marathon. 3 people killed, 180 injured.

2013 the northern and central parts of Iraq, May 15—21: a series of
deadly bombings and shootings. At least 449 people killed, more than
700 injured.

2013 Makhachkala, Russia, May 20: two car bombs were detonated in
Dagestan’s capital. 4 people killed, more than 50 injured.

2013 Volgograd, Russia, October 21: a bus carrying 40 people was
blown up by a female suicide bomber. 6 people killed, about 30 injured.

2013 Yemen, December 5: suicide car bombing and an attack of mili-
tants. 52 people killed, more than 200 injured.

2013 Volgograd and the Volgograd Region, Russia, December: two
separate bomb attacks. 34 people killed, 66 injured.
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2014 Cairo, Egypt, January 24: a truck bomb exploded next to the
Police Headquarters. 6 people killed, about 100 injured.

2014 Kunming, China, March 1: a group of terrorists attacked a large
metro train station. 29 people stabbed dead, 130 injured.

Napoleon Bonaparte (cm. Unit 1, Exercise 35).

Mother Teresa (1910—1997), an Albanian Roman Catholic nun (a
member of group of Christian religious women), who lived in India,
where she worked to help the poor and the sick in the city of Calcutta.
She won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1979, and is seen as a typical example
of someone who is very kind, unselfish and morally good.

Margaret Thatcher (cm. Unit 1, Exercise 35).

Mikhail Gorbachev (1931—), the leader of the Soviet Union from
1985 to 1991, who started the process of economic and political change
which improved his country’s relationship with the West and resulted in
the end of Communism in the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe.

Andrei Sakharov (1921—1989), a Russian physicist who helped to
develop the Soviet hydrogen bomb and who was also known for being a
dissident (someone who criticizes his country’s government and is badly
treated because of his beliefs). He won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1975,
but the Soviet government would not allow him to travel to Sweden to
receive it. He was sent away from Moscow as a punishment, until Mikhail
Gorbachev became Soviet leader and allowed him to return.

John Kennedy (1917—1963), a US politician in the Democratic Party,
also known as Jack Kennedy and JFK, who was President of the US from
1961 to 1963. He was an extremely popular president, and he planned to
improve education, the system of medical care, and civil rights in the US,
although it was Lyndon B. Johnson who achieved most of these plans after
Kennedy’s death. In 1961, Kennedy ordered the invasion of the Bay of Pigs
in Cuba, and he was strongly criticized for this. Two years later he was
shot in Dallas, Texas, and Lee Harvey Oswald was accused of killing him.

Exercise 2

The Simpsons — a humorous US television cartoon programme about
a family called Simpson, consisting of: Homer, the father, Marge, the
mother, Bart, the son, Lisa, the daughter, and Maggie, the baby. The
characters are yellow with big heads and big eyes, and Marge has blue
hair that sticks up high above her head. Bart is clever but lazy, and
does not like school. Lisa is very intelligent and does well at school. The
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children argue and fight a lot. Marge takes care of them all and tries to
stop the arguing and fighting. Homer loves his children but spends a lot
of time watching TV, eating, and drinking beer. He works in a nuclear
power station. Some people disapprove of the programme and think that
it gives a bad impression of American family life. But other people think
it shows the problems and worries that real families experience.

Exercise 24

Charterhouse — a well-known private school and charitable founda-
tion that is now in Godalming, Surrey, England. The name Charterhouse
is a corruption of the French Chartreuse (the location of the first Carthu-
sian Monastery) in London. The property changed hands several times,
until, in 1671, the owner endowed a hospital on the site calling it the
hospital of King James; and in his will he bequethed money to maintain
a chapel, hospital and school. The school developed beyond the original
intentions of its founder and now ranks among the most eminent public
schools in England. The school removed in 1872 to Godalming in Surrey.
Famous pupils include: William Makepeace Thackeray and Robert Baden-
Powell, founder of the Boy Scout movement.

Eton, officially called Eton College, is the best-known English public
school for boys. It is the largest public school in England and one of
the highest in prestige. It was founded by Henry VI in 1440—41 for
70 highly qualified boys who received scholarships from a fund endowed
by the King. Today, as throughout the school’s history, Eton names
70 King’s Scholars each year based on the results of a competitive ex-
amination. In recent years King’s Scholars have been required to pay
fees. The King’s Scholars are boarded in special quarters in the college.

The other students, called Oppidans, now number more than 1,000
and are housed in boarding houses under the care of house masters. The
Oppidans generally come from England’s wealthiest and most prestigious
families, many of them aristocratic. Boys enter Eton at about age 13 and
continue there until they are ready to enter university.

Harrow — a famous British public school (an expensive private school)
for boys. It is situated in northwest London. Men who have been educated
at Harrow are known as Old Harrovians. The school was founded in 1592
by John Lyon, a yeoman of neighbouring Preston, for the education of poor
children of Harrow (outer borough of Greater London). The main buildings
are 19th-century, but the old Fourth Form Room dates from 1611, and on
its panels are cut names of eminent alumni (former pupils), among whom
are Richard Brinsley Sheridan, Lord Byron. Other famous pupils include
John Galsworthy, Sir Winston Churchill. Harrow songs, Harrow football,
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and Harrow straw hats are features peculiar to the school.

Rugby — an expensive private school, often called Rugby School,
where the game of Rugby was first played. Thus it is a founding place
of Rugby football. It is situated in Rugby, a town in Central England,
county of Warwickshire. The school was founded for boys in 1567. It
flourished in the 19th century and became a model of the British public
school for following generations.

Exercise 45. Part A

The Boys’ Brigade appeared more than a hundred years ago. Its
founder was Sir William Alexander Smith, who declared that the aim
of the organization was “The Promotion of Habits of Obedience, Rever-
ence, Discipline, Self-Respect and all that tends towards a true Christian
manliness” and that has not been changed.

Each company is divided into a number of sections:

Anchor Boys — for boys aged 6—8 years;

Junior Section — for boys aged 8—11 years;
Company Section — for boys aged 11—15 years;
Seniors — for young men aged 15—18 years.

Some facts from the history of Boys’ Brigade.

William Smith had started as a teacher in the Sabbath School which
he held in the Mission Hall, where he found that the older boys were
bored and restless. They were suspicious of the teachers who told them
to sit still, make less noise, and generally behave themselves — in short,
they were typical teenagers. He compared this with the time he spent as
a lieutenant with the volunteers, when he had no difficulty in making a
hundred men obey his every word of command. It was then that he had his
idea — Drill and Discipline. Why not turn the Sabbath School boys into a
volunteer brigade with the same military order, obedience and self-respect
as the volunteers? A programme combining games as well as discipline,
gymnastics and sport as well as hymns and prayers would appeal to the
boys. William Smith planned the programme for this new idea with two
friends, together they became the three leaders of the organization.

The new organization’s badge was an anchor, and the motto “Sure
and Steadfast”. The boys have a complete uniform.

The Scout Movement was started in England in 1908 by a British
general, Sir Robert (later Lord) Baden-Powell, when he returned to En-
gland after the Boer War in South Africa. Baden-Powell was interested
in various boys’ organizations. He combined the best features of these or-
ganizations with ideas of his own and created the Boy Scout programme.
His book Scouting for Boys (1908) describes the essential features of the
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organization: a boy or a young man should serve God, be considerate to
others, and try to better himself and his society.

Every new idea in Scouting has been introduced at the request of the
members. The Sea Scouts were formed in 1909. Cub Scouts known origi-
nally as Wolf Cubs were formed six years later to allow 8- to 11-year-
olds to come into the movement, and by 1918, 18-year-olds could stay
attached to the Scouts by becoming Rovers (in England) or Explorers (in
the United States). Meanwhile, Scouting had become established in many
other parts of the world.

Nowadays in all countries Scouts are divided into different age groups.
In Britain and Australia they are Beaver Scouts (6—8), Cub Scouts (8—10),
Scouts (10—15) and Venture Scouts (15—20). In the United States — Tiger
Cubs (7—8), Cub Scouts (8—10), Scouts (10—17), Varsity Scouts (14—18)
and Explorers (14—20).

When a child wishes to become a Cub Scout, he or she is enrolled in
a Cub Scout pack and makes the following promise: “I promise that I
will do my best to do my duty to God, to help other people, and to keep
the Cub Scout Law”. The precise wording of the promise can be changed
for young people of different religions or faiths. The Law that he or she
promises to observe is: “A Cub Scout always does their best, thinks of
others before themselves, and does a good turn every day”.

Cub Scouts take part in a range of activities and receive merit badges
and skill awards for their achievements — for first aid, fire-lighting,
knotting, astronomy and other useful skills and subjects. A child does
not have to pass an examination to get a badge but rather show interest
and some degree of achievement in the chosen field.

Cubs also play games, learn songs, and attend camps. When old
enough, a boy or a girl may become a Scout. It is possible to enter and
leave the Scouts at any stage, for example, it is not necessary to have
been a Cub to become a Scout.

The Girl Guides Association was formed in 1910 by Sir Robert Baden-
Powell and his sister Agnes. Agnes and later Olave Soames, Baden-Pow-
ell’s wife, took charge of the Girl Guides at the beginning.

Girl Scouting was founded in the US in 1912 by Juliette Gordon Low,
who was inspired by her meeting with Baden-Powell in England.

All girls who enter the movement make the Guide Promise and accept
the Guide Law. Like the boys they work for badges and awards and their
aims of service are the same throughout the world.

Guides and Girl Scouts have four (sometimes five) divisions, usual-
ly based on age. In Britain the divisions are Rainbows (5—7), Brownie
Guides (7 and over), Guides (10 and over), Ranger Guides (14 and over),
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Young Leaders (15—18). In the US these are Daisies (5—6), Brownies
(6—8), Juniors (8—11), Cadettes (11—14) and Seniors (14—17).

Over the years, the Guide and Girl Scout programmes have been updat-
ed so that they now cater for every kind of interest. In Britain, Guides fol-
low an eight-point programme: thinking for yourself, keeping fit, explor-
ing the arts, getting to know people, giving service, homecraft, enjoying
the outdoors, and keeping the Guide Law. The girls choose the activities
that they want to know more about. Rainbows like playing games, while
Brownies enjoy a wide range of activities, including going away together
on holiday. Guides and Girl Scouts enjoy camping and other adventurous
activities. Every division helps other people and gives service.

The aim of the movement of Scouts and Guides is to help young people
to develop a well-rounded personality and to achieve their full potential.

Anyone can become a Scout or a Guide. There are no barriers of re-
ligion or race.

Scouting and Guiding give young people an opportunity to make new
friends and have fun; to join in activities with others; to think for them-
selves; to acquire leadership skills; and to develop a sense of tolerance,
justice, and honour that will provide the basis for a lasting set of per-
sonal values. An important aspect of Scouts and Guides is their concern
for others. They assist the community in various areas of social service
and also participate in environmental and nature conservation activities,
such as helping to clean up parks and waterways. They are also encour-
aged to prepare themselves through various activities for future careers.

All Scouts and Guides wear a uniform, which varies from coun-
try to country. There are Scout and Guide organizations in more than
150 countries, and over 22 million Scouts and Guides worldwide. In some
countries, for example, Sweden, Israel, and Holland, Scouting groups are
coeducational, that is, they contain both boys and girls. In Britain, boys
and girls can become Scouts, but only girls can become Guides. The Scout
Association and the Guide Association are the separate national organiza-
tions, though they share the same basic principles. In the United States,
the term ‘Scout’ is used for both boys and girls, though each has its
own organization. In Australia, the Scout Association of Australia admits
both boys and girls.

The World Scout Bureau in Geneva, Switzerland, helps to coordinate
the various Scout associations throughout the world. Every four years
(since 1920) a world jamboree (international camp) is held, bringing to-
gether Scouts from all member nations. Many countries also have na-
tional jamborees. The World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts
(WAGGGS), formed in 1928, promotes Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting
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throughout the world. The WAGGGS owns and operates a number of
world centres — in Mexico, Switzerland, England, and India.

Other young people’s movements:

Teddy Boys (in Britain in the 1960s) were young men who dressed in
a style similar to that in the early 20th century, usually wearing a long
loose jacket, narrow trousers and soft shoes.

Mods were a group of young people in the UK in the 1960s and 1970s
who followed a fashion for rock music and neat clothes, especially par-
kas, long coats with a hood. Mods rode scooters and often went in large
groups to seaside towns and had fights with rockers.

Rockers were a group of young people in Britain in the 1960s who
followed a fashion for leather clothes, motorcycles, and rock’n’roll.

Hippies — a movement in the 1960s and 1970s of young people who
opposed the accepted standards of ordinary society. They demonstrated
this by dressing in unusual clothes, having long hair (both men and
women), living in groups together, and sometimes taking drugs. Hip-
pies believed in peace, and one of their sayings was “Make love, not
war”.

Punk rockers were a group of young people in Britain in the 1970s
who listened to punk rock, music played very fast and loud with often
violent and offensive words.

Skinheads are young people, usually male, with hair that is shaved
off or cut very short. Their groups sometimes behave violently. Male
skinheads often wear heavy boots and an earring in one ear.

Oktobrists — in the USSR schoolchildren of primary school that were
united into groups for preparation to become pioneers. Oktobrists wore
badges in the shape of a red star in the middle of which there was a
portrait of V. Lenin in his childhood.

Young pioneers was a children’s organization in the USSR. It was
formed on May 22, 1922 and its aim was to bring up children aged
11—14 in keeping with communist ideals among which there was serving
the country and its people. A young pioneer was supposed to be a good
pupil at school, be engaged in self-education and prepare to be a loyal
member of Komsomol and later the Communist Party.

Young pioneers were organized in groups, each having an elected lead-
er. They wore uniforms of white shirts and dark trousers or skirts and
a triangular red tie. Among other symbols of the organization there was
the trumpet and a red banner and a hymn. Giving a promise or listening
to the hymn of the country a young pioneer was supposed to salute by
raising the right arm.
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The Pioneer organization was named after V. Lenin and was led by
adults and Komsomol members. They saw to it that pioneers spent their
free time doing something useful and organized popular summer camps
where a great number of Soviet children spent their summer holidays.

Komsomol (All-Union Leninist Communist League) was a politi-
cal organization founded in 1918 (29 October). The first name of the
League was Russian Young Communist League. The League existed till
September 1991 when the 22nd Congress of the League decided to dis-
solve the organization considering that its activity was needed no more,
as the conditions in the country and its ideology had changed. Young
girls and boys who were 14—28 years old could become members of
the Komsomol organization. In 1971 the League comprised more than
28 million people of all nations and nationalities of the former USSR.
This youth organization functioned as a school preparing future CPSU
members (members of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union). The
main exercise of Komsomol was to help the CPSU to develop youths for
their future work based on the principles of internationalism, devotion
to the Communist Party and their Motherland. Komsomol members wore
badges in the shape of a banner, with the initials of the union name
on a red background.

Victoria, Queen of England, Scotland, and Ireland, was born on May
24, 1819 and died on January 22, 1901. She was queen of Great Britain
and Ireland from 1837 to 1901, and has been the longest-reigning mon-
arch in English history. She took the throne on the death of her uncle,
William IV. Queen Victoria and her court were greatly transformed by
her marriage to her first cousin, Prince Albert of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha,
in 1840. Victoria and Albert had nine children. Albert taught Victoria
the need for hard work if she was to make her views felt in the cabinet.
Albert exerted considerable influence on Victoria, who, after his death
in 1861, tended to view all problems in the light of his likely opinion.

After Albert’s death Victoria retired from social life for ten years.
For her last thirty years, however, she began to appear in public again
(always wearing mourning). Her popularity in the country was very high,
which was demonstrated in her Golden Jubilee (1887) and Diamond Ju-
bilee (1897). In her long widowhood, she travelled in Europe and super-
vised her family, which through marriages extended to most of European
royalty. Victoria worked to the last months of her life, and her death
was regarded as marking the end of a splendid era.
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The time spanned by the reign of Queen Victoria was one of the most
varied and diverse periods in the history of English life. It was a time
characterized by energetic change and a belief in progress.

By the beginning of Victoria’s reign, a rigid code of conduct had come
into vogue. Respectability had become the slogan of the time and ap-
pearances were very important. Women were expected to be frail and
sheltered creatures, silent, obedient, and decorative, mothers of children
equally silent and obedient. The model male could and often did rule his
household with an iron will; but gambling, swearing, and sometimes even
smoking were enough to remove him from the ranks of the respectable.

Yet, respectability did not for long remain a static code. Between
1870 and 1880 campaigners for women’s rights formed societies in most
large English towns and flooded the Parliament with petitions contain-
ing nearly three million signatures, requesting that the right to vote be
given to women. At first such motions were defeated but gradually large
gains for women’s rights were won.

By 1851, when Victoria opened the first world’s fair at the gigantic
Crystal Palace in London, the Industrial Revolution had come of age.
Started by improving textile manufacturing equipment in the late eigh-
teenth century, the Industrial Revolution had quickly gathered momen-
tum and by the mid-1800s had begun to work great changes on the face
of the land and the personalities of English people.

The quiet mood of rural England had given way to the quick pace
of factory towns and the industrial working class had appeared in the
country. The most pressing problem of the time was the condition of
the workers, who often laboured inhumanly long hours, for low wages,
in filthy, dangerous factories, who lived in very bad housing, and were
subject to unemployment. Among the most horrifying of the abuses were
the brutalities of child labour.

At that time Britain had a number of colonies and dominated an em-
pire five times the size of England.

Victorian morality was rife with hypocrisy. That was the time of
double standards when sexual codes were entirely different for men and
women.
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
