Asna is a pair of close-fitting stirrup leggings with a grown-on elastic
waistband. They feature a shaped hem on both the front and back legs.
The leggings are ankle-length.

SUGGESTED FABRIC

To sew these leggings, choose knit fabrics with the following properties:

+ medium weight, medium stretch (1.6-1.8 stretch factor)

+ the fiber content should include elastane or spandex and can also include natural fibers (wool,
cotton), artificial fibers (viscose), blends (wool + polyester, cotton + polyester, cotton + elastane, etc.),

and synthetics (polyester)
+ the following fabrics are recommended: double knits.

Attention! We recommend using only stretchy fabrics for this garment.

The leggings in the photos are made of double knit. The fabric is medium weight, pliable, and
medium stretch. The fiber content is 95% polyester and 5% spandex. The fabric weight is 350 g/m?.



TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT

* sewing machine for construction

- overlocker for construction and finishing raw edges. This may be replaced with a stretch overlock
stitch or a zigzag stitch on the sewing machine (overlock or zigzag stitch width 2-3 mm, stitch
length 2.5 mm).

» coverstitch or coverlock machine for finishing the garment hem. If you don't have a coverstitch
machine, it can be replaced with a twin needle on any regular sewing machine that can do a
zigzag stitch.

IMPORTANT! We recommend using specialty needles when working with knit fabrics (for example,
STRETCH, SUPER STRETCH, JERSEY, etc.). These are ballpoint needles, so they part the threads of the
fabric you are stitching rather than piercing them.

PATTERN PIECES LIST

1. From main fabric;

* back leg — cut 2 IMPORTANT! Don't forget to transfer all pattern
- front leg — cut 2. markings and notches onto the fabric.

2. Additional piece for measuring
the stirrup elastic length:
» stirrup elastic template.

SEAM ALLOWANCES

All pattern pieces include 1 cm (3/8") seam allowances.
Take this into account when laying out pattern pieces on the fabric.
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Turn one of the legs right side out, keep the
other leg wrong side out. Insert one leg into the
other right sides together, align the crotch seam
edges, and then pin, matching the notches and
inseams.

Stitch on the overlocker, starting on the right
front leg piece. Press the seam. In the lower
part of the seam, press the seam allowances
flat.

In the upper part of the seam, press the seam
allowances toward the left leg.
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
